From the 
very beginning, the orphans occupied the northern and the paid boarders the southern part of the 
building. There were four categories of rooms for boarders, viz. first, second, third and fourth class 
rooms. On the orphans side, there were first, second and third class rooms. The teachers had separate 
quarters the building of which existed before the School building came up.

 As early as 1860 it was felt that if "some learned English and Irish priests were obtained for the 
school it would make greater progress." Accordingly, the Capuchin Bishop, Dr. Persico, a�empted to 
supply this want by bringing in the Chris�an Brethren in the beginning of 1862. But Brother Bothian, 
who was appointed Rector then le� for America that same year and Bro. Gregory, who succeeded him, 
died of cholera in 1863. The school was again put under the care of the Capuchin Fathers, Fr. 
Symphorian being made Rector.

 But before the school could get a firm foo�ng, two events very nearly brought about its 
premature end. The first was the Great Sepoy Mu�ny, also known as the First war of Independence in 
1857. During the Mu�ny, the school building was destroyed, except for the walls, contemporary 
records sta�ng that "not a foot of wood and not an ounce of iron" was le� in any of the buildings. But 
the reconstruc�on took place within a few years, the second storey being completed by Fr. Louis, Pro- 
Vicar to Bishop Persico.

St Peter's College, Agra, one of the premier educa�onal Ins�tu�ons of the country, was started as a 
school-cum-boarding house in 1846, in which year boys were transferred to the ins�tu�on from the 
School at Sardhana, near Meerut, and a School at Jamuna Bagh in Agra. Both the schools had been 
Started in 1841, the one at Jamuna Bagh being housed in the propertry of John Bap�ste Filose, Colonel 
and Sardar in the Services of Maharaja Scindia. Col. Filose made a dona�on of one lakh rupees, then a 
fabulous amount, for the construc�on of the new school, the founda�on stone of which was laid in 
1846 by Major O'Gorman of the East India Company. The first storey of the present building was 
completed in 1847, a year before the Cathedral was constructed. Both buildings were the result of the 
enterprise and interest of Dr. Joseph Anthony Borghi, the then Bishop of the Diocese of Agra. The 
second storey of the school building was completed in 1862. The School was entered in the list of aided 
schools in 1856 with Rs. 125.00 as yearly grant, which was increased to Rs. 250.00 in 1875.

 Both St. Peter's and St. Paul's catered to the educa�onal needs of European and Anglo-Indian 
boys and received grants from the Government. But funds were also made available from the Agra 
Catholic Mission and from contribu�ons from Europe and parts of India. The number of students in the 
ini�al years varied from 150 to 200; but the good teaching and efficient administra�on made the 
schools rank among the best in the country.

 It was in Fr. Symphorian's period of service as Rector (1863-1882) that the two schools 

progressed. In seven years so much was achieved that the School Inspector's report for the year 1870 

states that "the ins�tu�on will bear no unfavourable comparison with the best ins�tu�ons of a similar 

kind in England or the Con�nent." 

 The second event to rack St. Peter's was the breaking out of cholera in epidemic form. A total of 
four a�acks took place, the first one in 1856 causing the death of 12 boys (and seven girls of St. 
Patrick's school), the second in 1860 taking away 15 boys (and eight girls of St. Patrick's). The last one in 
1872 was so severe that 35 students died of it and the boys had either to be sent home or transferred 
to the Sikandra Mission compound, the school remaining closed for the period of the epidemic.

Rising Higher and Higher, Still
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 In 1875, St. George's School and St. Fidelis orphanage were opened in Mussoorie by the Agra 

Misssion on the pa�ern of St. Peter's and St. Paul's. St. Peter's had by now got affiliated to Calcu�a 

University, and started preparing boys for the Entrance Examina�on, earning in the process the right to 

be called a college. The first boy to pass the Entrance Examina�on was Joseph Kennedy, the year being 

1875. 

 At that �me educa�on in St. Peter's was regarded as a certain passport to the Roorkee College 

of Engineering, the opium, salt and other Government Departments, including the Secretariat.

 A development that took place in 1883 was the resigna�on of Fr. L. O'Dea as Principal on health 

grounds and the taking over by Fr. Lawrence. Ironically, Fr. O'Dea con�nued to live �ll 1917, while Fr. 

Lawrence died on July 26, 1883 a�er just two month in office. It was Fr. Genesius who had a substan�al 

s�nt from 1883-89. 

 "Early in 1883 Sir Alfred Lyall, Lt. Governor of North West Provinces along with Sir Julian 

Goldsmid, with the Commissioner and Magistrates of the Division visited the school and inspected the 

Ins�tu�on and were pleased with what they saw," says the School Log Book. That year also saw the 

induc�on of a lay man, Mr M. Dunn as Headmaster."

 In 1891 Babu Brij Pal Das was appointed Professor of Mathema�cs. The summer uniform 

prescribed that year was black alpacca frockcoat, a waistcoat and white pantaloons. In winter black 

broadcloth had to be used for the uniform.

 The 1873 prospectus of the School states that the boarding and tui�on fees was Rs. 20.00 a 

month, besides annual charges of Rs. 10.00 and a monthly shoe fee of 12 annas and a pocket money of 

Rs. 3 and 2 annas. In 1891 the fee complexion was changed to make it an annual payment of Rs. 34 for 

parlour, Rs. 180 for first class and Rs. 120 for second class boarders. There were no non-

Chris�anboarders and out of 51 day scholars in 1893, only six were Hindus and five Muslims.

 In the Year 1881, St. Peter's, now known as a college, was affiliated to Calcu�a University for 

the award of the Fellow of Arts degree. The affillia�on was transferred to Allahabad University when 

that university came into existence in 1889. The staff of the College then consisted of the Rector, the 

Vice-Rector, ten priests and a single lay teacher, Mr. B. Paul, who had been appointed as early as 1867.

 At the end of 1891 there were only 87 students each in St. Peter's and St. Paul's, largely because 

of the opening of the hill schools; but two years later the number had gone up to 223 (51Peter's 122 

and St. Paul's 101).

 In 1893 two new latrines were built, the plunge bath repaired and the en�re length of the 

dormitory varandah roofed with iron rails. New furniture, too was added. A spacious cricket ground 

was laid out and the construc�on of a gynasium started.

 The reputa�on of the school went up so much that it was visited by Viceroys, Lieutenant 

Governors and other dignitaries. Among the important visitors during the period were Edward, Prince 

of Wales (later Edward VII); Viceroys Lord Northbrooke, Lord Ly�on, Lord Ripon; Governors Sir John 

Strachey and Lord Meston.

  In the 1870's and 1880's new schools started coming up in the hills. Parents who could afford to 

pay the high charges there, sent their children to these schools because of the be�er climate in the 

hills. St. Peter's was adversely affected by this new development and a sharp drop in the numbers of 

the paying boarders occurred. However, the orphan school, St. Paul's, con�nued to maintain its 

strength vindica�ng the words of Christ: "The poor you have always with you." Incidentally, it was 

because of the falling numbers that St. Peter's had to disaffiliate itself from Allahabad University.

 Syed Aley Nabi, who later became Chairman of the Agra Municipality and has a road near 
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 The building of the new hospital, now used as a guest hall and the green room at cultural 
fes�vals, was commenced in 1933 and was completed at a cost of Rs. 14,372. In May 1932, a �le 
factory for the construc�on of moulded cement and mosaic �les for floors was constructed south of 
the college building on expert advice fom an Italian engineer, Signior Ferreli Rinaldo of Milan. A hall 83 
feet by 30 feet and a verandah 83 feet by 10 feet and another 83 feet by 15 feet were put up. Machines 
and ar�cles for the factory were obtained from Italy.

 A few months a�er the outbreak of the Second World War, Fr. Hyacinth, being an Italian, had to 
relinquish office and Fr Pius Lyons, an Irishman and an old student of the College, became Rector. It 
was in his period that the College celebrated its Centenary in 1946.

 The available records say that the first Headmaster was Mr. M Dunn, who held that posi�on 
from 1883-1892. For the next two years, Fr. Carrolli was both Vice-Rector and Headmaster. He was 
followed by Mr. B Paul, who served as Headmaster from 1894-1907, when the Rector, Fr Henry 
Norman, took upon himself the addi�onal du�es of Headmaster. On his re�rement In 1921, Mr A..E. 
Finnimore officiated as Headmaster �ll Mr. E. S. Merriman took over as full-fledged Headmaster in 
1928, from when �ll 1956 he ruled the School with firmness mixed with kindness.

 At the beginning of 1896, says the report for the year, "we had the pleasure to receive His 
Honour the Lieut Governor of the NWP accompanied by Lady McDonnel. They were conducted over 
the College and expressed great sa�sfac�on and even surprise at the grand old building and its 
beau�ful surroundings. In November last His Highness the Aga Khan and suite visited the college 
during class hours."
 The Volunteer Cadet Corps in the School was inspected by General Collins, Inspector-General 
of Volunteers, in 1894, while the College Band famous in the city performed before the Commissioner 
of the Division on the grounds of Agra College.
 All these developments took place during the Rectorship of Fr. Raphael (1890-93) and (1897- 
1904), who later became Archbishop of Agra. But it was during the tenure of Fr. H. Norman (1906- 
1921) an Anglo-Indian that major physical changes took place. Fr Norman, who was Headmaster, 
Prefect, Professor and of course Rector all rolled into one, got the roofs of the main building replaced 
by iron girders, built a swimming pool, redid the flooring of the dormitory and laid out the playing 
fields. Fr. Hyacinth, an Italian scholar, succeeded Fr. Norman in 1921 and was Rector �ll 1940, with 
short breaks. During his long term of nearly 20 years, he got a larger kitchen for the College, a new 
hospital and residen�al quarters, and constructed a majes�c porch for the main building.

Panchkuia cemetery named a�er him, was the lone candidate to have passed the Intermediate 
Examina�on of Allahabad University in March 1893. Shyam Behari Lall, Shri Pal and Nathu Ram 
appeared in 1894.

 A new washroom for the boarders was constructed in 1931 as well as two science rooms 
measuring 41 by 12 feet and 21 by 19 feet. The box room for the orphan boys measuring 40 feet by 13 
feet was converted into the science laboratory following the report of the inspector of schools on 
16.4.29 about the need for such a laboratory. Mr. P. L. Sharma, a B.Sc. from Allahabad University, was 
appointed on 1.2.1930 on Rs. 100 per month to teach physics, chemistry, botany, general science and 
hygiene. On October 8,1930 the first batch of students appeared at the Junior Cambridge and School 
Cer�ficate Examina�ons of the University of Cambridge and School Cer�ficate Examina�ons of the 
University of Cambridge with physics and chemistry as subjects.

 The administra�ve arrangement of the Ins�tu�on in the first 120 years of its existence was that 
a Rector or Manager was the Chief Administra�ve officer. A Headmaster was appointed primarily to 
look a�er the teaching, the extra-curricular ac�vi�es and the overall discipline, though for several 
years priests were prefects of studies and of discipline.
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 With the rapid growth of educa�on in the 1950's and more and more people desirous of 
sending their children to good schools, the student popula�on of St. Peter's began shoo�ng up 
necessita�ng more accommoda�on. To meet this requirement, a new block came up in 1963 on land 
that was hitherto covered with babool trees and brambles lying west of the main building. It was Fr 
Lawrence Colaco, Rector, who supervised the construc�on of the massive building, which was later to 
house the lower classes on its ground floor and the science laboratories on the first floor.

 During Fr. Columban's Principalship the number of students increased rapidly and the figure 
stood at 1400 students in January 1975, while hec�c ac�vity took place in all fields.

 It was in 1962 that the last batch of students appeared for the Senior Cambridge Examina�on 
(The School Cer�ficate Examina�on of the University of Cambridge for Overseas Students). From the 
following year, the Indian School Cer�ficate Examina�on was introduced.

 Fr. Columban became Vice-President of the Interna�onal Associa�on of Catholic Schools and 
President of its All India Body; but his sudden death in May 1975 cut short his work and Fr. Alexander, 
his deputy, took over as Principal.

 The College was given a neater look. A statue of St. Peter was installed in front of the main 
building, the rusted fountains on each side of the por�co made to work again in a green se�ng 
complete with flower-beds. Asoka trees were planted along the road facing the main structure and the 
old dirt track running along side the boundry of St Patrick's were converted into a metalled road. Also a 
new entrance was provided to the College from the main Wazirpura Road.

 Mr. Merriman was succeeded by Mr. E.J. Orpwood (1957-59) followed by Mr. A. Packiam 
(1960- 66), who was the last Headmaster of the Ins�tu�on, because in 1966 the old arrangement of 
Rector and Headmaster was replaced by that of a single func�onary, the Principal, Fr. Columban 
Gomes (1966-76) being the first incumbent on that post.

 It needs men�oning here that all the �me Mr. Merriman was Headmaster (1928-1956), he got 
a monthly salary of Rs. 600.00 flat with no increment over the en�re period. But it must be 
remembered that Rs. 600.00 in 1928 would be equivalent to about Rs. 1.50 lakhs today, assuming that 
prices have gone up about 250 �mes since then. Interes�ngly, the Rector (Manager) and the other 
priests with him got an honorarium of only Rs. 60.00 per month during the same peiod.

 In 1971, the 125th Anniversary of the College was celebrated and the following year the Silver 
Jubilee of Indian Independence.

 The period of Headmaster Merriman's stewardship of the College is remembered most, many 
regarding it as the Golden Period of the Ins�tu�on. It is so because of the exci�ng events that were 
taking place all around, as for the heights to which this great disciplinarian took the College to. The 
period 1928-1956 was dominated by the Headmaster's personality. There was an overall toning up of 
the administra�on, a strict enforcement of rules and excellent teaching by some of the finest teachers 
the College has had. These included A. E. Finnamore, C. Eastwood, E. S. Merriman and P. L. Sharma in 
the Senior Sec�on, B. M. Cornelius, A Reghelini, William Geyer and H. D. Galloway in the Middle 
Sec�on and Miss Griselda D'Souza and Miss M. Rozario in the Kindergarten Sec�on.

 In 1977 the Council for the Indian School Cer�ficate Examina�on introduced the 10 plus 2 

 It was in Mr. Merriman's �me that momentous changes took place in the na�on's history. The 
College, �ll now catering to the needs of a na�on controlled by foreign rulers, geared itself to serving 
an independent na�on. The approach and the courses of study were changed accordingly. There was 
also a percep�ble rise in the number of students-it going up from 230 in 1946 to 464 in 1956. At the 
�me of his re�rement from service in 1956 both Mr. and Mrs. Merriman got the Pope's medal for 
meritorious service in the cause of educa�on.
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 In 1983 Fr. Sebas�an Panthaladi succeeded Fr. D'Souza as Principal. The year marked an 
historic change: the last religious priest le� the Ins�tu�on, ending 137 years of associa�on of such 
priests with the College. To cope with the increasing numbers, new sec�ons were opened in 1984; but 
the year! also saw the closure of the boarding house, the cradle and the nursery of the Ins�tu�on 
since 1846.

 A new computer laboratory with 12 IBM compa�ble PCs, printer, overhead projec�on system, 
and latest furnishings was inaugurated by Archbishop Cecil deSa on July 19, 1988. With the se�ng up: 
of the laboratory, students of Class V upwards were given the chance to learn computer science. Also 
in 1988, the physics and biology laboratories were modified and partly reconstructed.

 In 1989 the main building was given a new look with mosaic flooring, painted walls and 
polished furniture. The old Junior Boys Dormitory and the old box room were converted into the new 
physics laboratory with the latest facili�es and equipment. The corrugated iron sheets of the box 
room were removed and an RCC roof provided to it. That year the College won the prize for the best; 
ins�tu�on garden as well as the first prize at the Inter- School Drama Fes�val. Also that year, Vikas 
Upadhyaya of the College won the prize for the best exhibit at the State Science Exhibi�on and two 
other boys, Ashok Kumar and Atal Bansal, won the Na�onal Talent Search Scholarships.

 The same year a new chemistry laboratory was developed and work begun for a well- 
equipped computer laboratory, which was opened the following year by the Archbishop of Agra, the 
Most. Rev. Dr. Cecil desa. The year also saw a student of the College, Syed Subhan Azam, being 
awarded the Chief Minister's Gold Medal for the best NCC cadet of the year.
 In 1988, apart from the academic curriculum stress was given to extra-curricular ac�vi�es like 
sports and games, drama�cs, debates, elocu�on, music, yoga, karate. For be�er supervision, the 
College was divided into the Senior, Middle and Junior sec�ons with a headmistress and the Vice 
Principal assis�ng the Principal with independent supervisory charges. That year five students played 
in the Veenu Mankad Cricket Trophy Tournament."

 In 1990, Pankaj Bajaj topped the ISC examina�on with 91.5% marks and Hitesh Seth secured! 
92% marks in the ICSE. On Feb 21, a new biology laboratory was blessed and opened by Archbishop 
deSa. The flooring of the Infirmary building and the verandah of the main building were converted to 
mosaic. The Principal, Fr. George Paul, was co-opted as a member of the Council for the ICSE.

 In 1979 Brother Oliver re�red a�er 23 years of devoted service to the Ins�tu�on being 
succeeded by Brother Osmond. That year, 30 out of 34 students passed the ISC and 64 out of 82 the 
ICSE Examina�ons. The College also bagged the first, second and third posi�ons through Sandeep 
Gupta, Kapil Sood and Sandeep Sharma respec�vely at the State Science Exhibi�on held at Allahabad.

 In 1991, the roof of the new block was redone and the laboratories on the first floor of the 

 In 1986 the ISC results were again 100% and the ICSE 99.27%. With the transfer of Fr. Sebas�an 
to St. Clare's in 1986, Fr. Maliekal took over as Principal. He got plans sanc�oned for the construc�on 
of one more floor of the new block of 1963 and another set of rooms in the old building. He also got a 
new staircase made for the old building and started the replacement of the old and worn out stone 
flooring of that building. It was le� to Fr. George Paul, who succeeded him in July 1987, to complete 
the projects. The number of students had meanwhile crossed the 2000 mark and stood at 2100.

system and Class XI students were given the choice to any one of three streams, namely, the science-
mathema�cs stream; the science-biology stream; and the commerce stream.
 In 1978 Fr. Jerome D'Souza became Principal. In 1980 the College Science Club bagged the first 
three prizes at the U.P. Science Exhibi�on.

 In 1981 the ISC results were one hundred per cent, while in ICSE 95 out of 100 candidates were 
successul. C. P. Vardhan with 89% marks topping the Agra Region.
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 It was in Fr D'Souza's �me that the 150 years of the founding of the College were celebrated. 
The event was called the sesquicenetenary a La�n word meaning 150 years and suggested by 
Archbishop Cecil desa.

 In 1993 more academic laurels came to the College. Mohammad Asad Iqbal scored an all �me: 
high of 95.75% in ISC and Mohit Kumar Bansal got 95.8% in the ICSE Examina�on. That year, the 
Cultural Hall, originally the Boarder's Study Hall, was renovated with mosaic flooring replacing the old: 
stone paving. Once again, the Governor's trophy for the best NCC cadet came to the College, the 
winner being Tapesh Saha, who also got the Prime Minister's award for the best cadet of the year. Also! 
that year, the College team par�cipated in the Subroto Cup Football Championship. The earthquake in 
parts of Maharashtra quickened the social service sense of the students and they collected Rs. 
2,60,000.00 for the relief of the 'quake vic�ms'.

 A�er Fr George Paul le� for St Clare's School, Fr Dennis D'Souza, who had served as Vice- 
Principal, took over on August 14,1995 with the slogan 'Discipline with love'. In implementa�on of the 
policy, the rod was used, but lovingly, though no compromise was made with anyone indulging in 
indiscipline.
 For be�er par�cipa�on of teachers in the work of the College, commi�ees were formed. In: 
Standards 1 to 11 tests were replaced by daily assessment. The seven classrooms on the first floor of 
the 1963 Block were provided with more lights and fans, the College Office was computerised and and 
a total of 16 computers were installed for the students.
 Outside the Main Block, the statue of St Peter installed in front of the main por�co was shi�ed 
to under the por�co to provide more room for the morning Assembly, while the two roads leading to 
the school were paved with the help of a hotmix plant.

building converted into classrooms. The following year, the old prin�ng press building was converted 
into a spacious library. For the second �me, a student of the College was awarded the year's 
Governor's Gold Medal for the best NCC cadet of U.P., while two other students, Gautam and Amrit 
Goyal, won the Na�onal Talent Search scholarship of Rs. 15,000.00 each. On the drama�c front, the 
College entry won the Rev. Reid Thomas Trophy at the Inter-School and Colleges Drama Fes�val and 
the best team championship at the Air Force Golden Jubilee Celebra�on and the 150th Year 
Celebra�ons of the Convent of Jesus and Mary.

 In 1994-95 Shubhdeep Sarkar won the NTSE scholarship, which by now had become a regular: 
achievement of the College. Extension of the Chemistry laboratory and addi�on of a filtra�on room 
with all facili�es were completed and opened to the students.

 On the occasion the students were gi�ed with a swimming pool with the standard 
measurements of 25 metres by 10.2 metres with six lanes. The cost came to Rs. 20 lakhs.
 Also on the occasion the hockey and cricket fields were relaid a�er being dug up by a tractor 
and quality grass planted on them to give them the look of a lush green lawn, when not on use.
 Plans for the immediate future included the construc�on of the main gate of the College in a 
style of architecture in keeping with the architecture of the main College building, replacing the 
corrugated iron sheets roof of the prin�ng press building being used as a library and to construct a 
mul�-purpose hall on top of that building. The Hall would also have a gymnasium. The Library was also 
reorganised and books worth Rs one lakh were added to the library, while the Staff Room was provided 
with more facili�es.
 To mark the Sesquicentenary, a souvenir tracing the history of the College and underscoring its 
achievements was brought out. It was edited by Dr Neville Smith, journalist and an alumnus of the 
College.
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 Fr Dennis D'Souza's six-year term ended in 2001 and Fr Ma�hew K took over and he began by 
making changes in the infrastructure to suit him. He gave a face-li� to the office of the Principal located 
on the ground floor of the Main Block of the College building. Wooden panels were provided to the 
office, while the statue of St Peter was shi�ed to the back of the por�co from its earlier posi�on. All 
this was done in 2002.

 In the year 2004, the courtyard in front of the main building, which had brick flooring, was 
paved with �les and the approach road of the College, running alongside St Patrick's Junior College, 
was widened with a view to deconges�ng the traffic, in Fr Mathew's tenure.

 Also in Fr Mathew's tenure, the 'A' Field was extended by eight feet to provide space for a 400-
meter track around it. The Examina�on Hall, which had replaced the old Boarding Dormitory was 
enlarged by demolishing a classroom and could now seat 200 students.

 In order to make the life of the students 'stress-free and disease free', a yoga session of 30 
minutes daily was introduced in the curriculum by the new Principal Fr. John Ferreira in 2007.

 In 2005 Peterian Chimes, the College newsle�er started publica�on in November of that year 
The Same year the new building of the Primary Block was blessed and inaugurated by Dr. Pedro Lopez 
Quintana, Apostolic Nuncio to India and Nepal on 3-12-05. Also that year, the stage behind the main 
block was demolished and a new one with a concrete roof constructed.

 The 150 year celebra�ons were another landmark in the 150 year long history of the College.
 During the period the College had moved away from its insular boarding house condi�on to a 
modernis�c ins�tu�on keeping pace with the swi�-changing �mes, comparable in excellence to the 
best ins�tu�ons of the country. 

 The following year the cycle stand was shi�ed to the present loca�on, which was once the 
garden for teaching nature study to the primary classes. The space vacated by the old cycle stand was 
used to build a new block for the Primary Sec�on, the founda�on stone of the building being laid by 
Archbishop Cecil de Sa on June 30, 2003.

 A Vijayanta tank and a Hawker Airframe were installed in and around the Cycle Stand on 14-7 -
2006. They were donated and inaugurated by Mr Ranjeet Issar, IAS, Secretary of Defence, Government 
of India, and by Air Marahal AK Singh, AOC Western Air Command, both former students of the 
College.

 The same year a ska�ng rink was laid in front of the Cycle Stand and around the Hawker 
Airframe, and a por�co was constructed for the 1963 Middle School Block, which was also plastered 
from behind. Also in the year the College website- stpetersagra.com was launched on Nov 18 by Shiv 
Shankar Mukherjee, IAS, India's Ambassador to Nepal and an old student of the College.

 Also in 2009 an imposing main gate for the College planned for many years was constructed on 
its main entrance on Wazirpura Road and the name of the College and its crest were prominently 
displayed on it. The boundary wall between St Patrick's Junior College and St Peter's College was 
converted into a yoga gallery with embossed relief of yoga postures. The old Study Hall was renamed 

 The same year the a Mul�-purpose Block was inaugurated by Oswald Cardinal Gracias. The 
Block houses the Archbishop' Albert D'Souza Yoga and Media�on Centre' in the basement and on the 
upper floors the chemistry and biology laboratories and two badminton courts. The Block was 
constructed on space provided by demolishing the Orphan Press building that had been built of 
cement blocks in 1935 with a roof of corrugated iron sheets. The Press was shi�ed to a new building 
constructed near the entrance gate of St Paul's Hindi Medium School on Mo�lal Nehru Road. The 
Orphan Press was rechristened St Joseph's Prin�ng School.

 In 2009 the Fr Columban Memorial Stadium for tennis was inaugurated on March 15 by Mr 
Aditya Sachdeva of the Mahesh Bhupathi Coaching Academy.
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the Archbishop Dominic Athaide Cultural Hall.
 During the period 2007-2013, the promo�on of Yoga was taken in a big way. Fr John Ferreira 
patronised the ancient Indian physical and medita�ve exercise, making yoga exercises compulsory 
before the start of classes in the morning. To facilitate the prac�ce of the art, a big yoga hall was 
opened in the Mul�purpose Block and evening classes for students and outsiders were organized. 
Calendars depic�ng yoga postures were brought out. Also, naturopathy and natural diete�cs were 
promoted through displays. This emphasis on yoga brought applause from many and cri�cism from 
some, who related the prac�ce to a par�cular religion.

 In 2010 a 12-feet high statue of Christ the Redeemer, modelled on the much larger one in Rio 
de Janeiro Brasil was installed in the northeastern corner of the 'A' field. A make-believe of clouds 
surrounding, the image of Christ with fountains shoo�ng jets of water on the statue gave the 
impression of Christ rising in the cloud.

 Principal Ferreira expressed his taste for pain�ng and decora�on by ge�ng pain�ngs of scenes 
from the life of Christ done and hung on the wall of the Cultural Hall. 
 Not limi�ng himself to the College, he got the Cathedral renovated and reliefs from the Bible 
painted on the outer walls, while renova�ng Akbar's Church also.
  His successor Fr Paul Thannickal went ahead with some more ambi�ous projects: he got the 
classrooms at the back of the Main Block demolished and a new block with 22 rooms constructed in 
two stories, with the back Verandah converted into a large hall roofed over with fiber glass, that 
enabled it to get a great deal of natural light.
 Fr Paul implemented a long-discussed but not carried out plan of u�lising the por�on of the 
school occupied by a building housing the Canara Bank and the old Carpenter's sec�on for a huge 
auditorium. He got the auditorium made. It was named Archbishop Albert D'Souza Episcopal Silver 
Jubilee Auditorium, and equipped with the latest facili�es.

  In 2012 the College Swimming Pool was renovated and the College emblem was painted on 
the floor of the Pool, which was dedicated to Archbishop Cecil deSa.

 The present Principal Fr. Andrew Correia has got the classrooms of the Middle Sec�on floored 
with marble stone slabs, which have also been laid on the front verandah of the Main Block. This was 
done in the year 2020

 In 2011, a relief of the Sermon on the Mount with cascading water beneath it was created on 
the wall of the Middle School Building facing the Primary Block building, while a relief of the Washing 
of the Feet by Christ was done on the western wall of the lobby in front of the office of the 
headmistress inside the primary Block. 

 Also as part of the promo�on of yoga, a marble statue of Christ in a yoga pose was set up below 
the steps in front of the office of the Principal, with holes in pipes laid on the floor throwing water on 
the statue as a kind of offering and homage..

 The following year the walls of the Cultural Hall were panelled with fiber sheets and the stage 
was restructured. Thus a con�nuous process of renova�on and reconstruc�on to suit the emerging 
requirements is being carried out.
 Visitors: A large number of VIPs visited the College during the period 1996-2021. Many of 
them were former students who had risen high in public life and in their professions. The visitors 
included members of the top bureaucracy, defence personnel, technologists, poli�cal sports 
personali�es, religious leaders, and film stars.
 Soon a�er the 150th year celebra�ons, Union Minister Mukhtar Abbas Naqvi came to the 
College to release a commemora�ve volume on Thomas Smith, Journalist and alumnus of the 1920's 
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at a high-profile func�on.

 Among the many sports personali�es that came mostly as Chief Guests at the Annual Sports 
Day of the College was the legendary cricketer Vijay Hazare, Captains Kapil Dev and Ajit Wadekar, 
batsmen Ajay Jadeja, Mohammad Kaif, Nayan Mongia, Murli Kar�k, bowler Harbhajan Singh, and all 
rounder Madan Lal.

 An important visitor who came several �mes was Padma Shri Awardee (2014) Dr. Daya Kishore 
Hazra, an alumnus of the 1956 SC Batch and an interna�onally known medical expert.

 During the period of his principalship, Fr Dennis D'Souza was honored by the then Chairman of 
the UP Vidhan Parishad, Kesrinath Tripathi, at a func�on held in Lucknow.

 Film stars who came to the College for various func�ons were Sunil Du�, Rahul Roy, Raj 
Babbar, Jackie Shroff, Dimple Bhatnagar, and singer Kishore Kumar.

 Local Editors of the Hindustan Times and Jagran also paid visits.

 The defence personnel who visited the College, nearly all of them, were former students. 
These included Avdesh Kumar Singh; Lt Gen Ajay Kumar Singh Chandele: Lt Gen Ajay Kumar Singh, 
former Governor of Andaman and Nicobar Islands; Lt Gen KM Sethi, former Governor of Tripura and 
Chha�sgarh; Maj Gen P K Singh, Major Gen NP Singh Bal; Brigadier Rajan Kochhar; Brigadier Dr. 
Amarjeet Singh and Group Captain Jaipal Singh

 In tennis Gaurav Natekar, in hockey Ashok Dhyan Chand, Mervyn Fernandes, Jagbir Singh, in 
races the famous Milkha Singh and PT Usha; in table tennis Manjit Dua, in weight li�ing Karnam 
Malleshwari, in shoo�ng Rajyavardhan Singh Rathore, in wrestling Dalip Singh Rana, the Great Khali, 
while in Taekwondo Chang visited the Ins�tu�on.

 Other major events: Other major events that took place a�er the Sesqunicentennial 
Celebra�ons was the adop�on of the College Anthem composed by teacher Roopa Gosain in 
November 2007 and set to music by the College music teacher, Kapil Agarwal.

 The College was visited by Income Tax and Sales Tax Commissioners and other senior Tax 
officials.
 Among the educa�onists were Dr. D N Jauhar and Prof Mohammad Muzammil, both Vice- 
Chancellors of Dr. B R Ambedkar University, Agra; Prof Valson Thampu, Principal. St Stephen's College, 
Delhi, and Dr. Alexander Lal, Principal St John's College, Agra.

 The religious leaders who paid a visit to the College included Apostolic Nuncios to India and 
Nepal Dr. Pedro Quintana and Salvatore Pennacchio; Oswald Cardinal Gracias, Archbishop of Mumbai; 
Archbishop Albert of Agra; Bishop Raphy Manjaly of Varanasi, Bishop Francis Kalist of Meerut; Bishop 
Plus D'Souza of Ajmer, Bishop Joseph Thyakka�l of Gwalior; Swami Sachidanand Bhar�, the Air Force 
Baba; Shri M, an apostle of peace and harmony, Mahant Yogespuri of Mankameshwar temple Agra.
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 On August 4, 2010, the song book Harmony authored by Fr John Ferreira, Principal, was 
released.

 The College makes students imbibe in themselves a strong sense of discipline, love for the 
country, concern for the less fortunate sec�ons of society, building of character, strong moral and 
ethical values, and a healthy and progressive outlook on life and development of quali�es of 
leadership. 

 For the last 150 of its total life of 175 years, the College has held a very high posi�on among 
schools in India and should rank among the best 20 or so schools in the country, though no such 
ranking has been undertaken, as is done in the case of business and management schools.

 NRS

 The new Primary Block building was inaugurated by the Papal Nuncio Pedro Lopez Quintana, 
on December 3, 2005. Also to be inaugurated was the Senior Students Computer Laboratory. On the 
College Annual Day on May 2, 2004, the Chief Guest was Mr. Francis Fanthome, Execu�ve Secretary of 
the Indian School Cer�ficate Council.

 For this the Management needs the support and patronage of all sec�ons of society for its 
con�nued march to greater heights.

 St Peter's thus represents a cross-sec�on of the Indian youth of today, spread over the various 
religious and social communi�es with varying financial status.

 Examina�on results: The ICSE and ISC Examina�on results over the 25-year period �ll 2021 
were uniformly excellent, with the pass percentage nearly 100 every year, the compe��on being 
among the ninety-plus percenters. The number of students appearing at the two examina�ons was 
over 150 on the average.

 The Management of the College is determined to develop it further in accordance with the 
need for a changing Indian and the educa�onal policy of the Government.

 The same year the Fourth South Asian Literature and Folk Lore Fes�val were held in the 
College, with teams from India, Pakistan, Nepal, Afghanistan, Sri Lanka, and Bangladesh par�cipa�ng 
in it. Other development works carried out in the College are described in the earlier part of this 
account.

 A�er Independence, the complexion of the school changed completely. From basically a 
Chris�an boarding ins�tu�on with the students predominantly Anglo Indians, it has become a truly 
na�onal ins�tu�on. The percentage of Chris�an students which was up to 90 prior to 1947 taken a 
somersault and the percentage of Hindu students is now over 90. The figures for 2021 show that out of 
around 3700 students, 246 were Muslims and only 92 Chris�ans of all shades, which percentage- wise 
would be around 2.5 which reflects the na�onal demographic situa�on.
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St Peter’s College, Agra  
175 Years in the Service of  Education

Dr Neville Smith 

St Peter's College, Agra completed 175 years of service to educa�on in October 
2021 and we are in the midst of the Post Centenary Pla�num Jubilee 
Celebra�ons. But going by the old records of the school, the year of incep�on was 
1845 and this was the year men�oned in the Prospectus of St Peter's College as 
late as 1904. The Prospectus for the year announces on the front page: Peter's 
College, Agra, 1845-1904 with the next line sta�ng Affiliated to the  Culcu�a and 
Allahabad Universi�es. This again is followed by the names of the Rector, Fr. 
Christopher and Vice-Rector Fr. H Norman, who incidentally was also a product of 
St Peter's. Earlier records give 1845 as the date of the coming into being of St 
Peter's School and 1846 the date of the incep�on of St Paul's School for orphans. 
How the date 1845 was done away with and when, and the later date of 1846 put in instead is not 
known. The date boldly wri�en on top of the building is 1846. Who did it and when, is not men�oned 
in the records available to us.

 It took a li�le more than a year for the building to be completed, the founda�on stone having 
been laid in 1846 by Major O'Corman of the East Indian Company's service. Boys from the schools at 
Sardhana and Agra were transferred to the new building and kept in separate sec�ons, writes Fr 

 Fr Hyacinth, the great historian, an�quarian, chronicler and scholar, who discovered the grave 
of Geronimo Veroneo the Italian lapidary once claimed to be the architect of the Taj Mahal, and also 
deciphered the gravestones in the Martyrs Cemetery in Agra, wri�ng out the Armenian inscrip�ons in 
English has wri�en a fairly detailed note on the early history of St Peter's College on which I shall draw 
heavily while talking about the ini�al years of St Peter's. Fr Hyacinth was in a good posi�on to write 
about the College: he was the Parish Priest as far back as 1905 and his “Notes on the Cathedral" are a 
valuable document. Later he became the School Rector in the 1920's, when my father, Thomas Smith, 
was a student of St. Peter's and a�er a gap he was again Rector of St Peter's in the early 1940's when I 
joined the school in the kindergarten class. With his key posi�on in the archdiocese, the parish and St 
Peter’s College and his reputa�on as a trained historian with a sure sense of history, he was the man 
who could clear the confusion about the exact date of the founding of St Peter's School, which later 
went on to become a college. But he did not give the clarifica�on and all of us should accept the date 
1846, whenever and on what basis wri�en on the top of the building.
 That se�led, let us go to the beginnings. Fr Hyacinth states in his note on St Peter's that a school 
was opened in Sardhana in 1841 by Fr John Mary diBioni; but the name of the school is not men�oned. 
Also in 1841 through the ini�a�ve of the newly appointed Vicar Apostolic of Agra Monsignor Joseph 
Anthony Borghi a school named St Peter's was starter in Jumna Bagh, formerly the property of Prince 
Dara Shikoh, eldest son of Shah Jahan, but now owned by Colonel Jean Bap�ste (John Bap�st) Filose, 
Colonel and Sirdar in the service of the Maharaja of Scindia at Gwalior. The Bagh was on an eleva�on of 
100 feet and faced the Jamuna river. But it was soon found that the place was not enough for a 
boarding house that was needed for the boys. A site was selected for the hostel behind Akbar's Church 
on an undulated tract of land. Money was needed for the new building and once again Col Filose came 
forward with a grant of Rs one lakh, which converted into today's value would come to over Rs 50 
crore.
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 Before I go further with the story of St Peter’s, I must men�on here how because of 
circumstances and the needs of a changing society, the very character of the school underwent a 
complete overhaul, with this once basically boarding school becoming a day school in the 1980's 
during the Principalship of Fr. Sebas�an Panthaldi, who discon�nued the boarding house, it was 
regarded as a dead weight on the school and an obstruc�on to its movement forward.
 To go back to the story of the school and its development, a disaster had to be faced when just a 
decade of its existence had been completed by the school. This came in the form of the a�ack on 
Chris�an ins�tu�on by the mu�neers of 1857,later called the revolu�onaries of the First War of 
Independence.  Apprehending the a�ack, the staff, students  the clergy of the Cathedral and Akbar's 
Church and also the Chris�ans of the locality were shi�ed to the Agra Fort, where they remained �ll 
condi�ons became normal in December 1857.

 Both St Peter's and St. Paul's were meant to be residen�al schools for European and Anglo-
Indian boys. There were very few day-scholars, as the figure I shall give later will show. There were 
hardly any Indians, for whom St Jerome's school was meant. This school was located where the old 
gate of St Francis School at Gha�a used to be, on the main Gha�a- Wazirpura road.

 I should like to go back to the origins of the maintenance of this standard of educa�on in St 

Hyacinth, the Sardhana boys in the northern part and the St Peter's boys in the southern. The Sardhana 
school was called St Paul's School and the Jamuna Bagh one St Peter's, the former being an orphanage 
and the la�er a paid boarding school. The two schools kept their iden��es and accounts separate �ll 
1910 or so when they merged into one with the common name of St Peter's College.

 “I consider that this Ins�tu�on will bear no unfavourable comparison with the best ins�tu�ons 
of a similar kind in England and on the Con�nent." 

 When they returned, they found ruin and destruc�on all around. Contemporary records state 
that “the whole of the Mission buildings were either a wreck or a howling waste. Not only was every 
ar�cle of furniture broken up, burnt or stolen, but everything about the buildings was u�erly wrecked. 
Not a foot of wood, not an ounce of iron was le� in any of the buildings”. So records the Agra Weekly 
Register of May 3,1862. During the stay in Agra Fort, the Rector of St Peter's Rev. Fr. Caesar Gastani had 
died.
 The work of reconstruc�on was carried out with great energy and pa�ence and the school was 
once again put in place and efforts were made to get be�er qualified teachers for be�er quality 
educa�on. This was done during the Rectorship of Fr Symphorian las�ng for a full 20 years (1863 to 
1882). It was during this �me that the School was raised to the status of a college, which was affiliated 
to Calcu�a University and later to Allahabad University. The school had taken such great strides in the 
quality of its teaching that the Report for the year 1870 given by the Inspector of European Schools 
stated: 

 This is high praise, earned by the school within 25 years of its coming into being. What is more, 
St Peter's has kept itself in the forefront of school educa�on for exactly 150 years more a�er that praise 
for the quality of its educa�on in 1870. This is no mean achievement and the credit for it goes to its 
managerial set up, the dedica�on of its teachers and the general ambience that is conducive to the 
rearing up and teaching of the younger genera�on. There is a hallmark about the products of this 
ins�tu�on that sets them apart from products of other ins�tu�ons. Excep�ons apart, they dis�nguish 
themselves in the fields that they have chosen for themselves and a rare camaraderie exists among 
them.To speak for myself, I get VIP treatment from an exPeterite or do you call them Peterian 
occupying an important chair the moment he comes to know that I was in St Peter's a good half century 
before him. I do not have any sta�s�cs with me, but I suppose St Peter's will today rank among the best 
20 or even one dozen schools in the country. 
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Peter's. The prospectus for the year 1904 states that the College “prepares pupils for the engineering 
and upper subordinate departments of the Thomson Civil Engineering College, Roorkee, for the 
Accounts Branch, for the survey, the subordinate department and the high standard introduced by the 
Code. It teaches up to the First Arts” Examina�on of Calcu�a and Allahabad Universi�es.

 The ‘Old Boys' Associa�on', too, has done precious li�le to trace, track and contact old 
students, specially those who have brought glory to themselves and to their Alma Mater. However, on 
the basis of personal contact and knowledge and scru�ny and searching of old records that I could lay 
hands on, some informa�on on the alumni has been gathered and is being presented in the chapter 
en�tled: 'Some products of St Peter's’.

 The school held a high posi�on among the leading European schools and colleges in India. It 
was o�en visited by Viceroys, Lieutenant Governors and other illustrious persons like the Duke and 
Duchess of Connaught, the Duke of Edinburgh, Lord Napier of Magdala, Prince Torlania and of course 
the Prince of Wales, besides Apostolic delegates, bishops and others.  Many more VIP's have visited it 
and paid tribute to its work since then. In my own �me, the great scholar-poli�cian K M Munshi, visited 
the School and Akbar’s Church, when he was Governor of U.P. in 1954. During the last two decades or 
so a number of leading sports personali�es have been chief guests at the Annual Sportsmeet of the 
College.
 Many of the alumni of the College occupy and have occupied posi�ons of honour. I do not know 
if the College website has succeeded in tracing them and making a list of them for the greater glory of 
the Ins�tu�on. This responsibility of contac�ng the leading lights of the Ins�tu�ons spread across the 
world and occupying high posi�ons or have occupied them in the past devolves on the Old Boys' 
Associa�on also, and also, I would say on the old students themselves in telling their alma mater about 
their achievements for which their old school has also played a major role. I know that the Internet and 
Whats App and things of that sort can help much. 

 At another point it is noted in the old reports that educa�on in St Peter's was "almost a certain 
passport to the Roorkee College of Engineering, the opium, salt, the Secretariat and other Government 
departments."  This was said about the school in the 1870's.

 While talking about St Peter's I would like to take up two or three other points. One is the 
confusion caused by the use of the word 'college' by some foreign travellers during the reigns of 
jahangir downwards. Bernier, who stayed at the court of Aurangzeb as a physician from 1659 to 1665 

 That the school was doing well in ge�ng its aim is borne out by the report of the Inspector of 
schools when Fr. W Smith was Vice-Rector and the Report for the year 1906 says that despite the 
difficulty of ge�ng good teachers our staff was well reported by Mr J Murray, Inspector of European 
Schools, who wrote: "The work of the school on the whole is good. The higher masters are excellent, 
two of them being members of a religious order with very special qualifica�ons, and the lower masters 
are as good as the salaries which will be offered will secure".

 At this juncture, I shall only state that over the long period of 175 years St Peter's has given to 
the country and to other parts of the world several hundred professionals and experts in various fields 
of endeavour, beginning with surveyors, civil engineers, military doctors, administrators and during 
the last seventy years or so, doctors, technocrats, top bureaucrats, military personnel of the highest 
rank, senior police officers, business execu�ves in mul�-na�onal corpora�ons, college professors, 
bank officers, chartered accountants, business entrepreneurs, ar�sts, writers and journalists, priests 
of the Church, school teachers and many other categories of workers all of whom bear the trade mark 
of their caring mother ins�tu�on that, besides the three R’s ins�lled in them values that have stood by 
them and helped them to tackle problems and overcome difficul�es with the never-say-die a�tude 
and spirit.
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 Fr. Hyacinth clarifies that by a college, the Jesuits meant their headquarters in a par�cular city 
or place, around which some houses of chris�ans came up. The 'college' that Bernier refers to must 
have been a small school. This 'college'  should not be connected with St Peter's or regarded in any way 
a kind of predecessor of it, he asserts.

 In 2021 out of a total student strength of 3659/90 are Chris�ans ( Catholics and protestants 
combined), 263 Muslims and the rest Hindus. Among them the majority are from the well-to-do 
classes, businessmen and professionals. There are a few Sikhs and Jains also. 

St Peter's College, Agra

 The numbers of students in the early years was quite high, as seen from the list of scholars 
given for the year 1883 details of which I possess. In the year the numbers of boarders was 72 and that 
of day-scholars was 51, making a total of 123. There were no Muslims or Hindus and also no Indian 
Chris�ans among the boarders, while among the day- scholars there were six Hindus and five 
Muslims.In St Paul’s  school the number of students was 95 in 1906. In the year 1906 there were just 50 
boarders and 25  day-scholars (one each Hindu and Muslim) in St Peter's, while in St Paul's school there 
were 95 students all categorised as orphans and boarders. The fall in students strength in St Peter's 
College between 1883 and 1906 was a�ributed to the opening of good  residen�al schools in the hills, 
which took away many prospec�ve boarders to those schools.
 I should now place the student strength in 1946, when I joined the school in the kindergarten 
class against the 1883 figure. It was 229, just a marginal increase of 6 students over a total strength of 
223 for St Peter's College and St Paul's school in the Year 1883 men�oned in his annual report by the 
Rector, Fr. Genesius.

and who has le� detailed accounts of Agra as a city and life in the Mughal court, says in one of his 
wri�ngs: "In Agra, the Rev Fathers, the Jesuits, have a church and a college wherein privately they 
teach the children of some 25 to 30 families that have gathered and se�led there by the charity of the 
Fathers, the Christain doctrine." 

 As in the Past, admission to St Peter's College is regarded as a lo�ery won that would open 
countless avenues for the young pupil if he completes his educa�on in the School. Gone are the days 
when students used to fail in their final year examina�ons. In1953 when my eldest brother L E Smith 
appeared for the Senior Cambridge Examina�on there were just four students, all Chris�ans, two 
passed, both in the third division and the other two failed. In 1956, 12 appeared, out of  which three 
got the first division, four the second, two the third and three failed. Of the 12 six were Chris�ans, four 
of them Anglo-Indians (of whom just one passed), four Hindus (a Bengali, a Tamilian, a Punjabi and one 
a local Vaisya), the 12 represen�ng a fair cross-sec�on of the Indian popula�on. Today I suppose over 
one hundred appear at the ISC and around 300 at the ICSE Exam. Hardly anyone fails, nearly everyone 
gets a first division a good percentage ge�ng 90 plus marks. What does this show? No comments.

Numbers of students in the College

 However, while there were just six Hindus and five Muslims students in 1883, there were 45 
Hindu and 18 Muslims students in 1946, the remaining 166 being Chris�ans and of them apart from a 
dozen or so Indian Chris�ans passing off as Anglo-Indians.

 Finally, I would like to talk about the staff of St Peter's specially the teaching staff. I shall begin by 
reproducing a por�on of the Prospectus for the year 1904 that I was able to secure . 
It reads thus: 

1845-1904
Affiliated to the Calcu�a and Allahabad Universi�es

Rector: Rev Fr Christopher OC, Vice-Rector Rev Fr. H Norman DDFAU 
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 E S Merriman: Ernest Sydney Merriman was perhaps the greatest headmaster of the school 
a�er B Paul. He joined in1928, the last year of my father in school and re�red in 1956 along with our 
Senior Cambridge batch with a farewell given by us students, who were joined by a five boy batch from 
St George's and a four-girl batch af from St Patrick's, making a total of 21 students from en�re Agra to 
appear for the Senior Cambridge Examina�on of 1956.
 Mr Merriman was a strict disciplinarian, who used the cane liberally. He would take a round of 
the classrooms around 11 AM and if he found any student standing outside the classrroom as a 
punishment, would direct the boy to go and stand in front of his office. The erring child would know 

 It appears to be a skeleton staff for as many as 223 students but they seem to have done their 
jobs well, many of them filling two posts at the same �me. Incidentally, the civil surgeon con�nued to 
be the medical officer during my �me 1946-1956 too and beyond.

 Great teachers: St Peter's has had some great teachers, some of whom I had the privilege of 
knowing and being taught by. One of  these was A E Finnimore, who was a teacher from 1911 to 1946, 
ac�ng as Headmaster for brief periods. He had taught my father and my uncles and a�er his 
re�rement in 1946 came back to do honorary work as a teacher. He taught us English in Std IV in 1951. 
Quite plumpish physically, he would lower his reading glasses to have a look at how the boys were 
behaving. If he found a par�cular boy ina�en�ve, he would pick up the wooden blackboard duster 
kept on his table and aim it at the front plank of that boy's desk. The duster would hit its target with a 
bang, startling all the boys, the boy targeted most of all. He developed a par�cular liking towards me, 
as I was the hard-working, obedient sort and also because I was his old student's son.

 It has to be noted that D Paul served the College for a full 40 years, longer than any other 
teacher has served the ins�tu�on, since its incep�on. The only other employee who beat him was 
Pascal Pyare (I wonder if the second name Pyare' was added as a joke by the students), who came to 
the school as a poor orphan and became compounder at the Infirmary, speaking a strange kind of 
pidgin English and also an unusual Hindi. He must have worked for over 60 years, I presume. In his last 
years he became a kind of personal a�endant to Mother Mary of Jesus, the 'singing mother', who 
made him do penance or say prayers with her all day long.

 I cannot resist the tempta�on of telling my reader today his advice on how to read a book. He 
told us that a book should be read so thoroughly that a clear picture of what you were reading should 
emerge in your mind. In this connexion he told us the story of a man who was talking to another who 
had come from London. He asked the  Londoner if the shop at the south-east corner of Grub Street 
was s�ll selling these par�cular items and if the birds around Nelson's Column in Trafalgar Square were 
s�ll gathering there, and many similar references to places in the city. The Londoner replied to the 
ques�ons, but asked the ques�oner when did he last visit London. He got a shock when the ques�oner 
told him that he had never been to London or any other part of England: he had only read about the 
country and its ci�es.

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what to expect- caning for his misdemeanour. The familiar, shrill voice of the Headmaster telling the 
student to bend down, touch his toes. Then would follow the three or more 'cuts' as the hits of the 
cane were called.

 Charles Eastwood: The strictest and most feared teacher was Charlie Eastwood, who taught us 
geography. There was absolute silence when he  entered the classroom with his paraphernalia of 
maps, charts, pictures from magazines and a short 15-inches long cane tucked inside, the searching 
eyes of the boys seeing it nevertheless. For the first five minutes a�er his entry he would pin pictures of 
places he would talk about that day. He would then take us to a tour of the country he was taking up for 
study. A map of the country would be drawn freehand by him with his le� hand first, for he was a 
southpaw. He would say: "We are now on a train from Kimberley to Johannesburg. We see heads of 
people popping out from the ground again and again. What could be happening there" He would look 
around for any takers for the ques�on. If I raised my hand, he would say "Yes, Smith" I would  say "Sir, 
they are miners working in the gold mines at Kimberley". A smile would appear on his face and he 
would a say"Trice down", which was a contrac�on for"It is right. Sit down".

 He taught us mathema�cs in Std X, which was the final year in the school. His method was to 
call up boys to the blackboard and ask them to do the sum or mathema�cal problem that he would 
announce on the blackboard. If you failed to do the sum, he would say in a sarcas�c tone: 
"Marvellous", followed by the familiar taunt to the boarders, who never paid a�en�on to their studies. 
"Growing like vegetables; warming the seats".

 To take the story about the teachers to its logical end, Mr. Finnimore, a�er re�rement, went 
away to Sukkur (Sind) in Pakistan to live with his sister and other rela�ves.  Mr Merriman se�led in 
New Delhi with his wife Gladys in his younger daughter Colleen's home (She was running a school 
named Tiny Tots in Friends Colony, Delhi). We three brothers Maxie, Ronald and me when we gathered 
in Delhi in 1962 paid a visit to the Merriman's and who met with great love and hospitality; the feared 
Headmaster was all cheerfulness and kindness, as he got up to make shandy for us and serve it himself.

 I could go on telling numerous stories and episodes of my �me in St Peter's, as they are s�ll so 
vivid a�er 70 years and so is the teaching, which was so good and effec�ve that it has stuck to my mind 
so hard that it would never leave it- the English phone�cs and pronuncia�on taught by Mr Galloway, 
the names and dates in history told by Mr Cornelius; the mathema�cal formulae taught by Mr Geyer or 
earlier the smartness in behaviour and �diness in dress taught by Miss Griselda D’Souza 

 Before I end, I repeat a sugges�on I made at the �me of the Sesquicentenary celebra�ons. I had 
said it was high �me that St Peter's developed a second campus by buying land on the outskirts of Agra 
near the Avas Vikas Colony, where it was selling at Rs 800 a sq yd for schools. My sugges�on was turned 
down by the President of the Managing Commi�ee on the ground that Agra had enough schools and it 
was the rural areas that we should go to. But other school-owners were wiser: they bought huge 
chunks of land, coming to Agra from as far as Kanpur to set up units of their school here.

 Mr Eastwood was in-charge of the annual sportsmeet and directed the forma�on of the 
pyramids, later copied by his successor teachers. He was also the football in-charge. Once a match was 
being played by the College team with a team from one of the Army regiments, many of the players of 
which were s�ll Englishmen. St Peter's boys, too were strong and big, many of them in their twen�es. 
Seeing the school players not playing well, Mr Eastwood standing on the sidelines, shouted at them: 
"Come on, you are not playing toy soldiers". The call from 'Easty' as Mr Eastwood was called for short, 
galvanised the team and it rallied to beat the Army team.

 We visited Mr Eastwood, too. He had le� Deolali, got married and se�led down in Delhi. He 
was happy to meet us and cas�ng his reserved nature, served tea and biscuits, we wondering if we had 
outgrown our studenthood to be treated as on equal terms. Rela�onships do change!

Editors' Note
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 He recalls that when he was a student of St Peter's, only the children of Rajas, big landlords, 
Nawabs, Seths, and other rich Indians could think of sending their children to the school.

 Rajendra Singh joined as a boarder in January 1937 and con�nued as such �ll the end of 1938. 
He was one of 12 Indian boys who had been admi�ed to the hostel. Also with him were two Parsi boys 
from Gwalior named Adivan, Akhtar, and Aqil Khan from Bharatpur, Mustapha Khan from Fatehgarh, 
and Rajendra Singh, scion of the Nimrana State of MP. The day-scholars with him were 
Farooqurrahman Khan, son of Nawab Md Faiyaz Khan, also an old student of St Peter's, and the two 
brothers of Kr Ashraf Ali Khan, Nawab of Sadabad, who had also been a student of St Peter's and was 
elected as MLA several �mes.

 Though handicapped by a broken hip and bone, he walks with crutches, but once he gets to 
the steering wheels of a car he is the master of the vehicle of whatever make, having handled and 
driven all kinds of cars. A vintage 1928 Baby Austen car is s�ll kept in his Agra house as a showpiece.

 Raja, who is a li�le hard of hearing now, recalls how the School Band led the boarders to the 
Cathedral and back.

 Like the English poet Pope who wrote about himself "I lisped in numbers and the numbers 
came", meaning thereby that even in his baby talk he spoke poetry. 'Raja' began driving a car before he 
was ten years of age when his father, Rao Bijendra Singh, was asleep in the a�ernoon, he would 
quietly slip away to where his jeep was parked and star�ng the car, would drive it back and forth in the 
backyard of the house, �ll he learned to use the gears and gained the confidence to come on the road.
 Even now he drives his Maru� 800 to Dhirpur and back and some six years ago took out the car 
to drive to the spot on NH2 where his elder son Pradeep, also a student of St Peter's had met with an 
accident in which he was badly injured and his wife Rekha had died on the spot. Recoun�ng the 
incident, to the present Editor, he was wild with anger at the way Pradeep had driven the vehicle at 
over 160 Kmph, invi�ng trouble on himself and his family.

 'Raja's family is highly connected. Major-General Yadunath Singh of the 1948 Kashmir War 
fame was his brother-in-law and former CJI Jus�ce Anand his nephew-in-law.

 'Raja' has had to shi� to his village mansion because his grandson could not look a�er their 
vast agricultural lands from Agra. He had to go back to his village a�er more than 90 years.

 Kr Rajendra Singh of Dhirpura is the oldest living old student of St Peter's 
College known to the Editor. He is in his 100th year, having been born on June 
6,1923, though his grandson, Dhananjay Singh, claims that he is 103; but that is 
not correct, as the family of the Editor has known the family of Rajendra Singh or 
'Raja' as he is popularly known, for about 100 years and he gave the date of June 
6, 1923 to the Editor during an interview to him some years ago. In fact, 'Raja' 
lived in the same locality of Gha�a Azam Khan-Mandi Sayeed Khan as the Editor. 
He lived in the bungalow now occupied by the owners of Chawla Nursing Home. 
It was bought from an Anglo-Indian widow by the granduncle (Nana) of Dr. 
Pradeep Chawla, who incidentally was the architect and contractor of the 1963 
block of St Peter's. 

Rajendra Singh (1937-1938)

Sadly, Mr Singh passed away in April 2023 at the age of 100.
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 Today, the School presents a different look altogether. The buildings are many more and are 

well maintained, as also the playing fields which is covered with lush green grass. In my �me there was 

a danger of hur�ng yourself while playing on the hard surface of the fields.

 I joined St Peter's in January 1945, a�er my primary schooling in St 

Anthony's Day School. I was in St Peter's �ll December 1947, when I le� to appear 

at the High School Examina�on in March 1948. My elder brother, Bishan Swami 

Mehra, was a class ahead of me in School and did his Senior Cambridge in 1949.

 I have some very pleasant memories of St Peter's, which was a very 

different school from what it is now. The number of students was small but the 

teaching was good. My teachers were the Headmaster, Mr. Merriman, Mr. 

Eastwood, Mr. Cornelius, Mr. Reghelini, Mr. P L Sharma, the science teacher, and 

Mr. Zaman Khan, the Urdu teacher.

 I can recall the names of some fellow students. One of my classmates was Prakash Bhateley, the 

second of the three Bhateley brothers. Their father had bought Rose Villa on Wazirpura Road from Mr. 

Reheghelini when he le� the School and went away to Canada. Another classmate was Lalit Saxena, 

who later became a teacher at Agra College, like his father before him.

 Mr. Mehra is an ac�ve 88 today and regularly  a�ends the Civil Courts, where he is the oldest 

prac�sing lawyer. He belongs to a family of lawyers who lived in the Sheetla Gali locality of the city, 

where many other lawyer families lived. He now resides in the Agra Cantonments. Ed.

Pratap Swami Mehra (1945-1947)

 I was just five years of age when I was admi�ed into St Peter's College, 
Agra in January 1941. I began my educa�onal journey in Kindergarten. One of my 
uncles or my aunt Natalia escorted me to School. It was quite a pleasant walk 
through the Church Compound, past the small Akbar's Church, the Cathedral, and 
the Gro�o.
 I s�ll remember some of the pictures that adorned the walls of the 
'Infants' Classroom. One that stoods out illustrated the poem 'Hey Diddle-Diddle' 
and showed a cow jumping over the moon. Soon I was in Std I and the classroom 
was right next to the Headmaster, Mr. Merriman's Office. I remember our teacher 
conferring with the Headmaster quite o�en.
 It did not seem too long before I found myself in Standard II. I really enjoyed the next couple of 
years. I fondly recall the teacher taking us across to the beau�ful garden adjacent to the swimming 
pool. It was a delight walking among the plants and flowers and learning about them in our prac�cal 
'Nature Study 'class. However, the happy days came to an end too soon, as I moved into higher grades 
and serious studies.

 Our teachers were mostly Anglo-Indians and a few Indians. I s�ll remember the names of 

A Grand Institution 
Lazarus Smith (1941-1953)
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 The classes were very small and few Anglo-Indian students, who formed the bulk of the 

student strength, studied up to the Senior Cambridge Class. Many dropped out on the way and got 

employed in the Posts and Telegraphs Department or in the Railways. In my Senior Cambridge batch 

of 1953, there were just four of us. Of these only two passed-Joseph Shunker and me. On the request 

of Mr. Merriman, Shunker lived with our family a�er his S C as a sort of paying guest, as he had started 

working in the Power House. Later he did his teacher's training and became a teacher in St Joseph's 

School, Allahabad.

nearly all the teachers. In the lowest classes, I was taught by Miss Rozario, nicknamed 'Bumble-bee' by 

the Boarders because of her rotund body, Miss Babsy Merriman, the elder daughter of the 

Headmaster, Miss Griselda D'Souza, who was a teacher in my father's �me, too. From Standard IV 

upwards men teachers took over. I was taught by Mr. Geyer, Mr. Cornelius, the history teacher, and Mr. 

Eastwood, the geography teacher Mr. Galloway, the PT and phone�cs teacher; Mr. Sharma, the 

science teacher, and Mr. Reghelini, who went away to Canada soon a�er Independence, and the 

Headmaster himself, who taught us mathema�cs in the highest classes.

 Urdu was the second language then and fat Mr. Zaman Khan was our Urdu teacher. He was 

replaced by Mr. Agarwal when the teaching of Hindi began in 1948 in place of Urdu.

 Among my friends and classmates were Gerald Caleb, Virmani (whose house I o�en visited), 

Godwin Aranha, Willian Holley, Sa�sh Bhateley, Sidney Bellety, Joseph Tobias, son of the Managers of 

the Orphan Press, and my cousin, Julian Francis, all now no more.

 I also remember, that only from Std I upwards the classes were held in the main building, and 

the three lowest classes, namely 'Babies', 'Infants', and KG were held in the building above the Cycle 

Room. In one of the rooms, Mr. Galloway had his residence. I was told that later this building was used 

for a seminary, which was later shi�ed and the building reverted for use for the nursery classes, which 

were now held in the newly opened St Felix School.

 St Peter's is ideally located, a fair distance from the Cathedral. On two sides it is hemmed in by 

an extensive public park, hence free from all noise and commo�on. In my �me, the School building 

housed the classrooms on the ground floor and the boarder's dormitories on the first floor. Some of 

the teaching staff, including the Headmaster, lived on the premises. 

 I recall that when we were preparing for our Senior Cambridge Examina�ons, which were held 

a�er the rest of the School closed for the Christmas holidays, we day scholars would go to the School 

for study. O�en, Mrs. and Mr. Merriman would come along for their a�er-dinner walk and bring us 

some snacks. This was another caring side of the Headmaster that we were privileged to experience.

 It is, indeed, good to know that our old school is flourishing and is so very popular. May it 

con�nue to be so for genera�ons to come.
 

Keen to become an officer in the Defence Forces, which he couldn't, Mr. L E Smith became a teacher 

a�er doing his BEd from St Xavier's College Bombay. He served in St Xavier's School, Jaipur, then in St 

Joseph's, Barlowgunj, Mussoorie, where he met his future wife, Ann Ward, and then in St Xavier's 

School, Delhi, which had come up in the former Cecil Hotel on Ludlow Castle Road (now Raj Niwas 

Marg) Delhi. He migrated to Australia in 1970 and became a school teacher there, too. Now nearing 

87 he lives with his wife, five children, grandchildren, and great grandchildren. Ed.

 St. Peter's: a Reverie
Neville Smith (1946-1956)

 I was in St Peter's for 11 years (1946-1956) from kindergarten to Standard 

10, when I appeared for the School Leaving Examina�on of Cambridge 

University, commonly called Senior Cambridge. Twelve of us appeared for the 

Examina�on, of whom three got a first grade, four a second, two a third and three 

failed. I became apprehensive about my performance a�er mixing up the 

prac�cal part of the geography paper and had to be content  with a high second, 

which was my performance in all the successive public examina�ons- 

Intermediate to MA, though I figured in the merit list in all. Those were not the 

days of 99 percenters and students could top the university in a subject like 

English with as low as 53%.

 To come back to St Peter's, my home was just about a kilometre away from the School and we 

three brothers walked to the School, rushed home for a quick lunch during the Interval, and rushed 

back to resume classes.

 I s�ll remember the names of the boys who were with me in KG, which was over 76 years ago. I 

remember Gavin Bailey small, lean, and dark, with a sleepy face and eyes, giving the impression that 

they were never washed. There was Ralph Wadley, fair with an oval face, who was hungry all the �me, 

as all Boarders then were. There was Sushil Agarwal, son of Dr. B P Agarwal, living in the premises of 

Agarwal Iron Works in Old Vijayanagar Colony, just across the road from Mufid-i-Am Intermediate 
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 I could go on since the mind is full of memories when one recalls one's childhood and 

schooldays. All my childhood friends are now in the 'other' world, except Hazra (the name he went by 

in school), who con�nues to stand by me to give me moral support and guides me in many personal 

ma�ers, including health.

 Being a physically weak child, I could not take part in robust sports like swimming, boxing, and 

football and did not go even for sports, fearing bigger-made boys, who turned bullies.

 Homework in mathema�cs was quite heavy in Standards V and VI. In algebra, we were asked to 

do 48 ques�ons on quadra�c equa�ons given on one page in the textbook by Hall and Knight and 64 

ques�ons on the next page, the following day. Unable to complete the ques�ons in the night, I would 

get up early in the morning to complete the work and a�er a quick breakfast race to school, to be on 

�me. Reaching the classroom, I would find Daya Kishore Hazra wai�ng for me to find out how I had 

tackled a certain ques�on in algebra. Small and bespectacled (I think he started using glasses from the 

beginning of his studies), he would grab my maths exercise book and quickly turn the pages to stop at 

the par�cular ques�on he wanted to see. Being a perfec�onist, he wanted to know how another boy 

had solved a ques�on, which he had missed out on.

 I was quite okay in maths and o�en 'maxed' my papers in arithme�c and algebra ge�ng 100% 

in them. I learnt the term maxed, meaning ge�ng the maximum marks, from my eldest brother, who 

was good in maths and drawing but weak in other subjects.

 Then there was the story of 'phunsiwala', the boarder who was troubled by 'phunsies (sores) 

all the year round and was nicknamed as such by his fellow borders. One day Rajendra Trivedi, the 

eldest of the three Trivedi brothers, big made but chicken-hearted, came to his younger brother 

Surendra, my friend and classmate, complaining how 'phunsiwala' had teased and bullied him. 

Surendra, a li�le lame of the foot, immediately started towards the 'tuck' shop selling jaggery and 

s�ckjaws, etc, the usual haunt of 'phunsiwala, during the interval. Catching the boy by the collar, 

 In the rainy season, we played in the water that collected in the field opposite St Felix School, 

which was begun in the bungalow of the Headmaster, which was later demolished to provide space for 

the new building of the school. While going back home we went into the thickets outside the Cathedral 

and threw the thorny end of stems of grass (that grew to four feet or more in height) on each other. 

These cone-like outgrowths, when thrown at somebody would s�ck to the vic�m's clothes or even 

neck, causing much discomfort to him. 

 I have a story to tell with regard to my KG classmate Gavin Bailey. I think it was in 1970 that I was 

giving a lecture on the Sco�sh Chaucerians to my MA (English literature) class, which consisted of 

nearly 60 students from all over India, mostly from the southern parts of the country. When I came to 

the name of Gavin Douglas, a poet, I suddenly stopped, as my mind went back more than 24 years to 

visualize the face of Gavin Bailey. There was whispering among the students in the back rows and I sort 

of heard the remark: "Sir, bhool gaye hain". I guessed what the ma�er was and told the students why I 

had stopped. Recollec�ng myself, I con�nued with my lecture.

College. He invited us classmates to his birthday celebra�ons and o�en came to my house. He talked in 

the local lingo: "Abe Taine ye ques�on kaise kiya hai ? "My mother was happy to see him whenever he 

came. Then there were the two Padmanabhan brothers from Madras, whose name was quite a 

mouthful for me then. There was also Montu Tobias, son of the Manager of the Orphan Press, who 

went away to his hometown of Calcu�a and changed his name from Lawrence Tobias to Bimal Bindu 

Biswas, fearing a�acks on Chris�ans a�er the Bri�sh le� India.
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 Such stories every old boy has aplenty to narrate. 

 What St Peter's provided me and other was sound school educa�on, which has stood the test 

of �me. Everything was so grilled into us that it has stuck on, with the result that I s�ll know my history 

and geography and maths and even my nursery rhymes and songs, which I suddenly burst into singing 

of a morning, much to the amusement of earlier my wife and two daughters and now my lone 

daughter and her five-plus daughter, Aanya Raeena Mackelvy, who has learnt to speak English with a 

strong American accent on her own from her 'Diana' mobile, not knowing that the housemaid and 

many others, including me, cannot follow what she is saying.

Surendra shook him violently and warned him not to tease his brother in the future.  For the record, 

both Rajendra and Surendra became lecturers in physics in Agra College, while the youngest, Ashok, 

got into the IAS and before re�ring was commissioner of Agra Division. 

Palma Non Sine Pulvere: 
Memories of  St Peter's College, Agra

Daya Kishore Hazra (1950-1956) 

 My first school, St Anthony's Day School, extended only upto Std IV and 
most boys would therea�er proceed to other schools; but my parents agreed with 
me that in order to imbibe the atmosphere of St Peter's, it would be be�er to 
move there earlier. I thus joined St Peter's in January 1950, with a double 
promo�on to Std III.
 We had a galaxy of teachers, led by Mr. E S Merriman, the Headmaster 
who also taught us mathema�cs, equipped with a large blackboard-size 
protractor and compasses. He was a brilliant teacher and on re�rement, he 
se�led down in Delhi, where his younger daughter had set up a school for young 
children.
 Other teachers I fondly remember include Mr. B M Cornelius, who taught us English and history 
(both Indian and Bri�sh), the la�er regaled with choice anecdotes, which we would listen to 
spellbound, as he told us about Morton's Fork, the Bri�sh Chanceller's ingenuous taxa�on of the rich 
and the poor. His phrase: "The magic of property turns sand into gold" s�ll rings in my memory.
 Mr. Padam Chand Agarwal, our Hindi teacher, whom we greeted with "Jai Hind, Shrimanji", 
imbued us with a strong Indian na�onalism, and on the School stage I remember par�cipa�ng in verse 
rendering of the poetess Subhdra Kumari Chauhan's Jhansi Ki Rani: "Khoob ladi mardani, vah to Jhansi 
wali rani thi"!
 Mr. Eastwood taught us geography with pictures from around the globe, while Mr. Galloway 

 A�er his Seniors, Dr. Neville Smith, did his Intermediate, BA, and MA from St John's College, 
Agra, before joining BR (RBS) College, Agra as Assistant Professor of English, re�ring as Head of the 
Department in 2000. Apart from other professional work, he has edited a number of University colleges 
and other publica�ons. Apart from teaching, he did journalism, his family profession for over 50 years 
(1958-2014). His book: 'Pages from the diary of a journalist' came out in March this year and is 
awai�ng official release. Now 83, he lives with his daughter, an assistant professor at the Government 
Medical College at Saharanpur.
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 Occasionally, our School would turn out to greet the likes of the Russian First Secretary Nikita 
Khrushchev and President Bulganin on their State visit to Agra to see the Taj Mahal and other 
monuments. The girls of St Patrick's also lined the road and were taught to greet the visitors in 
Russian. During the ou�ng, irreverent seniors would sub-rosa plunder sugarcanes en route.

 Our science teacher, Mr. P L Sharma, was brilliant with his science prac�cals, demonstra�ng 
the making of chlorine, the 'green gas', nitrogen- dioxide, the 'brown gas', nitric oxide, hydrogen, and 
oxygen, and the heat-induced conversion of potassium dichromate into a 'voluminous brown 
powder', to a spell-bound class. The students themselves determined specific gravity with individual 
RD (rela�ve density) bo�les and unknown chemicals for analysis! He imparted a lifelong love for 
science, and in par�cular for chemistry, which con�nued in St John's and S N Medical College, and 
helped direct me to research and nuclear medicine. Post-re�rement from St Peter's, he started Agra 
Public School (the first venture of its kind in the city), which later developed into a chain of schools in 
the city and recall his memory.

 Classmate Vishwanath Mani, son of Prof M S Mani, Head of the Department of Zoology and 
Entomology in St John's College, Agra and I were once deputed to show dignitaries from the Va�can 
around Agra. We first showed them the tomb of I�mad-ud-daulah across the river Jamuna and then 
the Taj Mahal, to their surprised admira�on.

 St. Patrick's School of the Convent of Jesus and Mary was our sister ins�tu�on and many of the 
St Peter's boys took every opportunity to visit events and fairs to meet their 'sisters'!

 St Peter's was an historical  place, said to have legendary underground tunnels extending to 
the Agra Fort, and who knew, even to Delhi! But the teachers took care that we never explored them. 

  Mr. Geyer, Mr. Phillips and Mr. Simon are other teachers enshrined in memory.

 The classes were small, the student strength o�en less than a dozen, and friendships 
blossomed. In par�cular, I count Neville Smith, who went on to Head the Department of English in R B 
S College and is a dis�nguished journalist and Agra historian. He came from a family of journalists and I 
remember visi�ng his father, Mr. Thomas Smith, a veteran journalist, and his elder brother, Ronald, 
later News Editor of the Statesman. Believe it or not, as early as Standard III, Neville and I would talk 
about George Bernard Shaw (GBS), days a�er his death in 1950.

 The School was an enclave in the strictly out of bounds Vijaynagar Colony and Hewe� Paliwal 
Park area; but daring students would nip across and even visit John's Public Library during lunch 
breaks. But otherwise the discipline was excellent.

taught us English recita�on and phone�cs. His resonant rendering of Campbell's poem Hohenlinden 
s�ll resounds in my memory and hopefully, my dic�on, too.

 I was a Parlour Boarder in St Peter's, which meant I could share lunches with the teachers and 
the Fathers in the School Refectory.

 May the spirit of St Peter's con�nue to guide Agra and its ci�zens even more.

 I began these reminiscences with the School mo�o: Palma Non-Sine Pulvere emphasizing the 
need for hard work to achieve laurels, and that is what St Peter's taught us and guides us even today. 
Because of this strong impression of St Peter's on me, my son, Suratwant Hazra did his schooling there 
before moving on to Los Angeles. Likewise, my sisters, Dr. Padmamalika and Dr. Ratnamalika did their 
schooling in St Patrick's before entering into their professions, Dr. Padma as Assistant Professor in St 
John's College, Agra, and Dr. Ratna as a specialist at Max Superspeciality Hospital in Saket New Delhi.

 Dr Daya Kisore Hazra, who re�red as Director-Professor and Head of the Department of 
Medicine,S N Medical College, Agra, and later earned a doctorate in medicine from London, is one of 
the finest products of St Peter's College, topping every examina�on he appeared at. The Editor of this 
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Souvenir has been witness to his career over the last 72 years. This is not the place to list his academic 
and professional achievements, which are numerous, though he keeps a low and humble profile. Dr. 
Hazra was awarded the Padma Shri in 2014 for his contribu�on to medical science. When he is in Agra 
he sees pa�ents at Boston Clinic set up by his father, Dr. J N Hazra, himself a renowned physician. Ed.

 Hewe� Park, now called Paliwal Park, was close to the School and we boys would quietly cross 
the boundary and go to the Park to eat guavas and tomatoes.

I spent 12 years in St Peter's, right from KG to Standard X, which was the last class 
then, and did my Senior Cambridge in 1959.

 I took part in sports and games and developed friendships easily. Some of 
my friends and classmates were Augustus Censor, the great sprinter, Ralph 
Wadley, Nelson Franklin, Rodericks, Maurice Robinson among the boarders and 
Suresh Nagrath, Prabhat Chaturvedi, Gyaneshwar Chaturvedi, Raj Kumar 
Caprihan, Ravi Sukhia, Naresh Chandra, Naveen Chandra, Suresh Chandra Khandelwal, and Naresh 
Chand Bansal- all of Belanganj and F O Daniel, son of the Headmaster of St John's School.

 I have some very pleasant memories of my Alma Mater and of the boys 
who studied with me. I was a day scholar and the School then had more boarders 
than day scholars. The boarders were nearly all Anglo- Indians, very playful and 
friendly.

 I s�ll remember the nursery rhyme in Hindi: Ye gol gol,ye lal lal kya? Ye hi to tamatar hai.  
 My teachers were Mr. Eastwood, Mr. Cornelius, Mr. P L Sharma, Mr. Geyer, Mr. PC Agarwal, Mr. 
Galloway, while the Headmaster was Mr. Merriman, who taught us mathema�cs in the higher classes.

 Everything I experienced in the school is s�ll fresh in my mind, even a�er more than 60 years, 
as I am now 82, and recall my days there. I congratulate everyone concerned on the occasion of the 
175th anniversary of the founding of the school.

A�er school Mr. Mehra entered his family business of running the famous  Mehra Cloth Store in Seo-
ka-Bazar, the biggest in the city at one �me. He con�nues to live in Dayalbagh, the place he belonged 
to. Just as we were going to Press, news reached us that Mr. Mehra had passed away a�er a long 
illness RIP. Ed.
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 I worked on and advised governments across 35+ countries, including India where I served as 

Special Advisor, Raghavan Commi�ee on Compe��on Law. While I am now re�red and live in

That 
was when this medal was introduced. I am very happy that St. Peter's has grown in size and stature 
since our batch finished school in December 1960.
 I joined Inter-Science Maths at RBS College and was selected for BTech Civil Engg. at IIT 
Kharagpur in 1962 and then proceeded to study at the University of Missouri in the USA. In 1970 I went 
to Roorkee and served there for 40 years. I re�red as a Professor of Structural Engg from the Civil Engg 
Dept of IIT, Roorkee in 2007 and was retained in an Emeritus posi�on �ll 2010. 
 At Roorkee I was involved in research and consultancy in the following areas: Structural 
Op�miza�on, FEM Applica�ons, Ferrocement, Repair and Retrofi�ng of Structures, and Structural 
Design of Water Tanks, Buildings, and Bridges.

mini-university with facul�es of Arts science, commerce, agriculture and educa�on. He displayed 

immense calibre by expanding the area of the College and adding three more campuses to it- namely 

the Bichpuri Campus, the Kandhari House/Bharatpur House Campus, and the Awagarh Campus.

 Dr. Singh, who ruled over BR College for a period of 30 years caused a kind of revolu�on in 

educa�onal circles by making research an essen�al part of the work of a teacher. He went to the 

length of including research leading to the Ph.D. degree as one of the condi�ons on which a new 

teacher was given an appointment in the College.

 A�er re�rement, Dr. Singh became Vice-Chancellor of Meerut University and Himachal

 In January 1962 I joined Na�onal Defence Academy, Arnar Pune, as a naval 
cadet. I completed training at the NDA and joined the Indian Navy. Re�red from 
the Navy on June 30, 1991, in the rank of Commodore. During my service in the Navy, I visited about 30 
countries and 65 ci�es in these countries. Some of the deputa�ons abroad were for dura�ons of more 
than a year. I served on board ships that were at the forefront of the 1965 and 1971 Indo-Pak wars. In 
1971 my ship was part of the group that a�acked Karachi and sank Pak naval ships on December 4.

 I am proud to have been a student of St. Peter's College, a heritage Ins�tute of Agra which in 
the words of Alfred Lord Tennyson, flows like the brook endlessly, perhaps saying

 I joined St Peter's College, Agra as a student of the K G class.
 I passed senior Cambridge in 1960 securing Grade 8 with credits in English 
literature, English language, Science, and Geography.

 I had the privilege of being taught by Mr. Merriman who was our 
Headmaster, a great disciplinarian, and subsequently by Mr. Orpwood and Mr. 
Packiam. Mr. Comelius, Mr. Deane, Mr. Phillips, Mr. Sharma, Mr. Agarwal, Mr. 
Simon were all wonderful teachers.

 I received the Fred Ellis Silver Medal for Second best boy of the College. I 
was the Athle�c Champion in the Annual Sports in 1960, received the Patni Cup 
for the best Cricketer of the year 1960; represented the College team in cricket 
and football.



St. Peter's Down Memory Lane 
Sanjaya Tandan (1952-1962)

 Mr. Merriman was the Head of this family- a short fair man with stern eyes 
peering out from behind spectacles that he would occasionally swap for a 
monocle. Mr. Merriman spoke more with his cane than his tongue and we boys 
did our best to avoid incurring his wrath. All except one. We had a classmate 
named Lenny Young who was to be caned the next day for some mischief. Lenny came prepared with a 
number of co�on pads stuffed into the back of his shorts so that they would absorb the impact of Mr. 
Merriman's angry cane. This genius stratagem worked for the first four strokes but before the 
Headmaster could deliver the fi�h, out slithered the pads from under the shorts, falling on the floor 
with a thud that sounds thunderous in the silence. To his credit, once he overcame the shock, Mr. 
Merriman burst out laughing and rewarded Lenny's inven�veness with a handful of toffees. 

 I first stepped into the St. Peter's College campus on a cold, January 
morning in 1952. The school was already more than a century old at the �me and 
had acquired the grace and majesty that comes with age. For a mere stripling, not 
yet five, the imposing building, church, and  environs were awe-inspiring. As it 
happens for most of us though, I soon fell in love with St. Peter's it became a 
second home; my teachers and friends were a second family.

 St. Peter's was laid out in the most aesthe�cally pleasing manner. The boundary bordering 
Paliwal Park had "khuds' with abundant and beau�ful Babool trees. Out front, there was a mehendi 
hedge and a fountain which, albeit non-func�onal, served to give the surroundings an air of gentle 
rus�city. In between the main school building and the infirmary was a Tamarind tree which was out of 
bounds; a ban which was frequently broken. We were only willing to risk a few cane strokes if only we 
could get our hands on the deliciously sour tamarinds. All these ac�vi�es, along with games of marbles 
and s�cks and stones used to happen in the two intervals we were granted-one 15 minutes long; the 
other an hour.
 The intervals were also the �me for se�ling 'duels', and disagreements between us friends 
which were se�led in the area behind the an�que press that lay on the extreme right of the campus. 
The other end was the Rector's House and the bookshop. The boarding hostel- the school had both-
day scholars and boarders at the �me was on the first floor and housed a mix of Anglo and ethnic 
Indians. In total, there were around 500 students enrolled in St. Peter's at the �me and Mr. Merriman 
knew them all by name and face. The teachers, most of whom were excellent - stern but fair and 
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 I was selected for MBBS, in 1963 and I passed out in 1968. As an undergraduate, I stood First in 
the MBBS class of 1968 and was awarded the Chancellor's Medal in 1968. I was awarded 23 Medals 
and Cer�ficates of merit. I was also the College Tennis Captain and represented the College in Cricket, 
Football, and Tennis Teams. I then did my P. G (M.S) Obstetrics and Gynaecology also from SN Medical 
College, Agra.

.

 I joined the Faculty in the Department of Obstetrics and Gynaecology at SN Medical College 
Agra as a lecturer and re�red as Professor.

 Subsequently, I joined St. John's College and did my ISc and BSc in First Division.

 At present, I am prac�sing in my own hospital called Sarkar Nursing Home in Agra.

Dr. Barun Sarkar passed away just before we were going to press. He was 78.



 From 1973 to 1975 I worked as a junior consultant and was in charge of the non-tubercular 
chest clinic in TB Demonstra�on Center in Agra. I joined as a lecturer in medicine at LRM Medical 
College Meerut and worked there from 1975 to 1977. In 1978 I started consulta�on prac�ce in 
internal medicine and am working to date. I was President of the Old Boys' Associa�on of St Peter's 
College for over 15 years. Also I have been founder fellow of the Indian Associa�on of Clinical 
Medicine and President of its Agra Chapter for over 15 years 

 So� spoken and cultured, doctor Tandan is a popular physician of the city and is s�ll very 
a�ached to his Alma Mater. Ed.

 It almost goes without saying that those were simpler �mes. There were just two buses to 
ferry us to and from school; tui�on fee was a mere ten rupees for a month (and two rupees extra for 
medical and electricity bills); a water tank masquerading as an swimming pool, with a small tuck shop 
couched right next to it. The cycle stand was in an khud and could barely house 30 to 40 cycles. 
Homework and private tui�ons were unheard of even when once in Class VIII, I got a measly eight 
marks out of 100 in a test. The only help I got was from Mr. Philips' cane and that was enough to set me 
straight- I scored 98 in the final exams.

 Every day �ll the Sports Day in November was a day of enjoyment. I was keener on ge�ng 
eatables than a�ending to my studies. I was an average student and even failed twice, which was 
quite a normal occurrence those days, as few passed regularly. I was brought to book by the caning of 
the Headmaster, but I loved St Peter's from the bo�om of my heart. That love con�nues to this day.

 I joined St Peter's College in 1952 and studied there right from KG �ll I 
passed out in 1963. But my heart con�nued to be with my school and a�er 
returning to Agra a�er several decades of work outside this city, again felt the 
a�rac�on of St Peter's and am trying to bring together long-lost friends and 
comrades who had le� school several years, maybe 30, 40 or even 50 years 
earlier.

Reminiscence of  Alma Mater's Faculty 
Mukesh Kapoor (1963-1968)

 My days in school unroll like a black and white movie of the bygone days. In 

spite of that being bicolor, our days were no less than polychroma�c. It was the 

best of �mes and certainly not the worst of �mes. It was not the golden �me of 

gli�ering days but more suitably sparkling rainbow coloured days.

 I belong to the ISC batch of 1968, more than half a century back, yet the memories are as fresh 

as ever. The teachers who taught us, their impressions, and their impact on us, are not a ma�er subject 

to any corrosion or erosion. They are as fresh as expected to be in the archive of our minds. A vivid 

impression of our masters with whom we enjoyed proximity, s�ll traverses through our memory lane.

 Our Principal, Rev. Fr. Columban, OFM Cap taught us English. It was his passion to see every one 

of us a�ained honors in the language. Unlike some heads of the school, he was a Principal easy to 

approach. No qualms a�ached person, he knew every student by name. He was a workaholic with 

innova�ve ideas. One of the most innova�ve punishments, whenever I ponder over, meted out by him 

 'Palma non Sine Pulvere' boldly inscribed in the logo - The grandeur of the 

old building of St. Peter's College, Agra is the reflec�on of its pedagogues. The 

structure of the building suggests the posture of embrace. It takes in its fold 

everyone who seeks to a�ain knowledge, honour, and reputa�on. It symbolically 

represents the teachers-the soul of the school. "Teach us" and "Teachers" have 

iden�cal sounds. 

This brief ar�cle is a humble tribute to our mentors and to all the teachers of our school, par�cularly 

those close to us and with whom our interac�on was several �mes more than the others.

 To begin, none of us can forget the towering personality of His Grace, the Most Rev. Dr. Dominic 

Athaide, the Archbishop of Agra. He was the crowning glory, with royalty dripping from his physical 

presence. He conducted our Moral Science class off and on. His anecdotes and short stories in his deep 

so� voice s�ll reverberate in ears. The velvety so�ness of his narra�ons ran deep down our hearts. 

Seldom does one come across such a charisma�c character whose magne�c quali�es fail to fade from 

our consciousness.
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 The credit for the discourses on Matra Bhasha goes to Mr. H D Tiwari, Mr. V D Sharma, Mr. 

Gangil and not to forget Mr. L R Sharma, who re�red in 1964. The couplets of Kabir and others were 

taken as recitals in Kavi Sammelan. Every couplet was followed with the loud and apprecia�ve 

expression of "Wah Wah" by the boys. 

was to ask the boys to write an essay on any topic which came to his mind at the moment-in two 

hundred words within an hour. His tenure witnessed improved quality in not only academics but also 

in extra curriculum. Be it annual sports, fete or cultural events, the school was in a perpetual mode of 

prepara�ons for events without missing on the course syllabus. His leadership quali�es enthused 

teachers and students equally.

 "This is the last and final call for the compe�tors of the hundred meters race, please reach the 

star�ng point immediately". This announcement and many such others, of Mr. I Philips the star 

announcer of our school events in a deep throat voice, s�ll echo in our ears. It resonates in our mini 

sports stadium, whenever we go around the field even today.

 A splendid combina�on of Physics and Maths were personified by Mr. Vashitha, Mr. M C 

Sharma, Mr. A Agarwal and Mr. P B Sinha. They were no less than the Aryabhats of our school

 Associated with our sports events, drama�cs, and annual func�ons were ever revered Simon 

brothers and ever jovial Mr. Nath, Mr. Silas, and Mr. Vinayak. All of them were from our English faculty, 

more energe�c than the boys and successful organisers of school events. Opera�ng from behind the 

scenes, the credit of me�culously planned events certainly went to them.

 Therea�er I graduated from Delhi University with Commerce Honours. Later I qualified as a 

member of Ins�tute of Chartered Accountants of India, an apex regulatory body of Statutory Auditors. 

1 ventured into prac�ce in 1977 and am working as a senior partner of a firm. At present I am involved 

exclusively into consultancy in audit and taxa�on besides pursuing my passion for reading and wri�ng.

 The Shakespearean image of Mr. Cornelius cannot be easily erased from the minds of yester 

years students. He was our English literature teacher who enthralled the classes term a�er term for 

years together. The two periods in con�nua�on a�er our brief break was like watching Shakespeare 

play in a theatre. Standing on the dais his narra�ons of the plays were theatrically engrossing.

 The next combina�on on our periodic table classifica�on, to my mind, were the bubbling 

masters of science, Mr. S P Sharma and Mr. P K Gupta, Chemistry and Biology was their exclusive 

domain. They joined the school in 1963-64 the same year I was admi�ed. Mr. Sharma's hilarious 

lectures on chemistry and Mr. Gupta's seriousness on his subject were unique in their individual way.  

 These and many others teachers who moulded our so� muddy lives, were apotheosis of 

modesty, devo�on and dedica�on to the cause and upbringing of every student who crossed their 

way. In spite of their humble and meagre means they were generous in distribu�ng their wealth of 

knowledge. Their dedica�on will forever remain a hallmark in the annals of SPC history.

 I joined St Peter's College, Agra in 1963 and passed the ISC examina�on in 1968. The last three 

years in school were spent in boarding. My school days were excep�onally good and even�ul. The 

close proximity with the Teachers and the Principal, Fr. Columban, gave me an added advantage in 

enhancing knowledge and in the growth of extra curriculum in the school. An opportunity to 

par�cipate in school debates, drama�cs, sports and athle�cs infused confidence and teamwork in 

every student of the school.

Peter's.

 Much to my consterna�on amidst the indelible childhood memories I 

vividly remember being escorted by my grandfather walking from my house to 

Father Lawrence's office in 1959. A memorable phase of my life had just begun.

 Science experiments with Mr. S P Sharma and Mr. P K, Gupta lead me to be a winner for five 

consecu�ve years while represen�ng St. Peter's in the district, state and na�onal compe��ons. Mr. T 

Smith (a renowned journalist) was instrumental in showcasing my Projects and mul�farious laurels 

earned by our ins�tu�on through na�onal media Radio communica�on caught my fancy as President 

of the Science Club, and my hobby of radio communica�on was nurtured by Colonel Newton who was 

in charge of signals leading me to Ham radio communica�on. 

 I was lucky to be a part of field events during College sports that were unique to this ins�tu�on - 

the club drill under the guidance of Fr Columban and Pyramids by Mr. H E Simon two integral 

personali�es of St Peter's would be worth men�oning. Mr. Pascal - in charge of the College infirmary, 

had a green and red mixture as a cure for all ailments and"Khuska" the"Bun- Samosa" inventor

 Reminiscences will lead me to wri�ng volumes but one anecdote of my personal 

embarrassment is worth men�oning. Obsessed by swimming I and a few friends broke the rules by 

entering the pool during the tabooed hours, hiding our clothes on the rear wall of the pool we were 

enjoying the swim unaware of the watchful eyes of Fr Columban from the dormitory upstairs, he got 

our clothes collected through the Peon and all of us were paraded in the en�re college fields where 

games were in progress. 

 I cherish the school days at St Peter's and owe all my life�me achievements to this great 

ins�tu�on.

 Whatever I have achieved in life is dedicated to the Staff of St. Peter's College, my Alma Mater. 

 Every evening spent on the lush-green fields as a hosteller where Rev. Fr. Columban OFM Cap. 

was to watch us play fairly and with team spirit and "sound the board" voice. The sportsman spirit 

inculcated during that period helped me to become a member of the DU TT Team and also became the 

Captain of the Rajasthan Badminton State Team represen�ng the State at the All India Civil Services 

Tournaments. Along with the sports, the moral teaching and ethical values impressed upon my mind 

by the Archdiocese of Agra helped me to achieve the State Meritorious Award Twice in my service 

career as well.

SAI recruited footballers 

from Car Nicobar, cyclists from Port Blair, boxers from North East, gymnasts from Alleppy, wrestlers 

from Haryana, archers from Jharkhand, shooters from Delhi/Punjab, and of course athletes from all 

over.

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Derek Smith (1960-1970)

 My fellow students were the Dhingra brothers, Ravi, who joined the IAS and Rajesh who 

entered the Indian Revenue Service. Both were good badminton players at the State and even Na�onal 

levels. Also with me were Vijay Arora, Vijay Manchanda, Mukesh and Mukul Chandra.

 St Peter's taught me how to develop both the body and the mind and how 

to tackle the problems that came your way. It was during my �me in school that a gymnasium was built 

by the then Principal Fr Columban and the Air Wing of the NCC was started, of whch I became a 

member.

 As I look back on St Peter's I feel that the School can sponsor the educa�on of some socially 

deprived and physically disabled students.

A�er doing my BEd I became a 

lecturer in English in St John's Inter College, re�ring as Officia�ng Principal in 

2015. I was also a major in the NCC and in charge of the NCC unit in the College.

 My years in St Peter's were even�ul and full of fun. I took part in athle�cs, 

football and boxing and got prizes.

While Principal, he did not compromise with his principles and refused to be pressurised into doing 

wrong acts, because of which the he was not confirmed as Principal.

Bank of India also as a Proba�onary Officer. Held many important posi�ons as 
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 Bintoo Sarao was good in hockey and played the saxophone beau�fully.

 Gregory Thomas and Derek Smith were good in the 100 meters dash. The la�er was good in 

boxing too as was I his cousin. Alas, Derek passed away suddenly recently while he was just 68 years 

old.  

 St. Peter's College was my alma mater in the true sense. It gave me opportuni�es galore to 

develop my talents-in studies, the sports field, and on the stage. It taught us the right values, 

developed my self confidence, sharpened my brain, and love for exercise, games, and sports. Above 

all, the strict, almost military discipline has stood me in good stead and con�nues to be so as I pass on 

the same values to my be�er half and children. Thank you, St. Peter's College.  

 Arun Munshi was the best cross country runner. The race used to be from St Peter's to 

Sikandra and  back. Arun  invaribly bagged the first prize �me and again.

 Shakeel Ahmed and Durga Sinha were from Sherwood College, Nainital, and joined St. Peter's 

school together. They were good boxers as was Sidney Reilly from Delhi. 

 Another old �mer was Om Seth, one of the most popular in school and good in cricket.

 Romen Chakravarty (Ramu) to his friends and Rajendra Chaturvedi (nicknamed Gi�a 

Chaubey. for his short stature) were good at football. 

Muzammil Ullah Khan and Sa�sh Sehgal were good in cricket. The former joined the School Eleven 

while in class VI.

Reminiscences of  My Stay in St. Peter's
Anil Jessop Chauhan (1966-1976)

 It gives me great pleasure to learn that St. Peter's College, Agra is 

celebra�ng its 175 years of existence. I am overwhelmed with mixed emo�ons 

about being a proud alumnus of St. Peter's College, Agra, an ins�tu�on known for 

its glorious tradi�ons whose alumni adorn all walks of Indian life- as civil servants, 

defense personnel, businessmen, teachers, professors, doctors, engineers, etc. I 

joined the College in January 1966 in Class I, probably in those days there were no 

nursery and pre-nursery schooling. My first class teacher was Sr.Can�us, (if my 

memory serves me right) whose persona charmed everyone who came into her 

contact. If I am allowed to assess my teachers of yore today, then I would say that 

two or three teachers were really outstanding during the first five years of my stay in the College, i.e., 

from Standard I-V, they were Sr, Can�us, Miss Macdonald, Mrs. D'souza and Sr. Flavia and those 

teachers who le� an imprint upon my character and personality from Standard VI-X were Ms. Doreen 

Smith, Mr. B R Sharma, Mr.Allomal Agarwal and of course the most humane of them all, Mr. H C Saigal. 

Mr. I V Phillips impressed us with his Bri�sh accent, as also Mr. T Nath. Then, there were teachers like 

Mr. L R Silas, Mr. S P Sharma, Mr. S Vashishtha, Mr.H E Simon, etc. who made learning easy by making it 

interes�ng for the students to grasp the intricacies without too much emphasis on pedagogy.

 He also had a unique way of dealing with problema�c students. I s�ll remember the incident in 

which a junior student was beaten up by a senior and the complaint came to the Principal. The next 

day, Fr. Columban, first narrated the incident in the College Assembly and then called out the boy who 

had beaten his junior to the front row. He was then given boxing gloves and was asked to put them on. 

Then he called out the College Heavyweight Boxing Champion, all dressed up in figh�ng gear and when 

the errant student saw him, he started howling and crying and begged forgiveness; that in itself was a 

lesson for the whole College.

 The 'Wonder Years' of my stay in St. Peter's College (1966-76) coincided with one of the best 

principals, Fr. Columban, whom I regard as an experimen�ng principal. He introduced colored clothes 

to be worn in the College by the pupils on Saturdays. However, it was given up within a year. Such was 

also the fate of 'banning' corporal punishment for students. He also introduced the scheme to 

promote students to the next class on the basis of Term Examina�ons, without their appearing in the 

Final Examina�ons, if the student had done well throughout the year, but again the scheme was given 

up. For a year he stopped College Assembly in the tradi�onal method; instead, speakers were installed 

in the classrooms and Fr. Columban used to address the students and teachers from his office; but 

once again it was a short-lived experiment though very useful in the rainy season. Needless to add, 

these changes were usually introduced a�er his return from European or US tours and what he 

witnessed over there he tried to introduce in the College.

 Remembering the College func�ons even up to this day I can say that what I always looked 

forward to was the student's and Teacher's morning assembly: the students were made to learn some 

hymns and the Na�onal Anthem. It also made us aware of any important ac�vity was on the anvil. The 

College Annual Sports, where the drills under the supervision of Mr. Peter Anthony and Mr. Edwards 
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were conducted smoothly and the treat for the eyes was the 'Pyramid' forma�on under the guidance 

of Mr. H E Simon and some drills, where wooden swords, guns, dumbells, etc. were used performed 

under the guidance of his brother Mr. Robert Simon. While Mother Mary would be playing on the 

piano to the applause of the audience and Mr. I V Phillips regaled the audience with his Bri�sh accent 

while conduc�ng the commentary. The College Annual Magazine was also much looked forward to by 

the students at the �me of the distribu�on of Annual Report Cards. The Annual Day, Class Picnics, 

College Annual Fete, and the College Exhibi�on Day were other events that were celebrated with 

much gusto, which gave us students a break from the mundane humdrum class rou�ne.

 I take this opportunity to congratulate the College Management, the Principal, Staff, and the 
present students on the comple�on of 175 Glorious Years of this great ins�tu�on and hope they would 
cherish and uphold the tradi�ons laid down by their predecessors in the realm of teaching, studies and 
of course, the extra-curricular ac�vi�es and to give their best in the years to come.

Dr. Anil Jessop Chauhan is a Professor and Head, the Department of History, St John's College Agra and 
has a large number of publica�ons to his credit.

 I would like to pay tribute and thank all the teachers that taught me from 1972 to 1980. I owe 
the deepest gra�tude to them for what I am today.

 My class teacher was Miss. Doreen Smith, a wonderful teacher who always encouraged us to 
give our best.

 Father Columban asked the teacher in charge (I think it was Mr. T. Nath) to call for my brother 
and me.

 I regret not ge�ng an opportunity to study Physics under Mr. A. M. Agarwal. My class VIIIC was 
the only class to ever have Principal Father Columban as our Class Teacher!!!

 I know, some of you wish that you had been admi�ed to a co-educa�onal ins�tu�on. My 
brothers,  I have shared the same fascina�on for the opposite gender in the recent past. I daydreamt 
about a rela�onship with some Athonians. My teachers were amused at first, but later solemnly 
counselled me and taught me that my fascina�on had to be replaced by an understanding of females. 
So, the point is that St Peter's is not a mere factory turning out top-notch academicians, businessmen, 
army personnel, etc., each year. Rather, it is a second home for everyone entrusted to it. Your teachers 
are not just your overseers in your daily ac�vi�es on campus, but they are your second parents, whom 
you can confide in.

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Noreen Newton née Smith (1962-1970) 
In Reminiscence

 St Peter's College holds a prominent posi�on in the educa�on realm of 
Agra. It has been instrumental in shaping the des�nies of genera�ons of young 
people who had the good fortune to enter its hallowed portals and emerge as 
accomplished and responsible ci�zens, not only of India but of the world. 
 My associa�on with St Peter's has been very close and very long, over a 
hundred years, when my father Thomas Smith joined it in Std IV in 1922. Then my 
two uncles, James and Peter and a�er them my four brothers, Lazarus (1941-
1953), Ronald (1943-1956); Neville (1946-1956); and Ivan (1961-1970) studied at 
this pres�gious ins�tu�on. 

 My appointment was made by Rev Fr Lawrence, who was then the Rector. Mr. A Packiam was 
the Headmaster. Both of them were quite close to my family. On the re�rement of Mr. Packiam, the 
post of Headmaster and that of Rector were abolished and the new post of Principal was created, with 
Rev Fr Columban becoming the first Principal. 

 As a young school girl at St Patrick's School next door, I had the 
opportunity to visit the College o�en and admire its imposing building, its 
fountains and flowers, as also the sprawling grounds, where we witnessed the spectacular PTI 
displays, gymnas�cs, and exci�ng sports. Years later I had the honour of joining the teaching staff of 
the College. When I joined in January 1962, I was six months short  of 20 years and had returned fresh 
from St Bede's College, Simla, a�er a two-year stay there for my Intermediate and teaching diploma 
from Punjab University, a�er passing the Senior Cambridge Examina�on in 1959.
 It was the first �me I was teaching and that too boys and was a bit unnerved in the beginning, I 
finding myself in a boys' school and predominantly male teaching staff. But I felt reassured by the 
presence of a number of lady teachers, two of them Miss Valen�ne and Miss Dua very mature and very 
experienced. Mrs. Lalji Mal, who was to serve for a long, long �me had joined a year earlier in 1961. 
Two other teachers- Mrs. Macdonald and Mrs. Sheila Russell, who joined a few years a�er me, were 
good company; but I was closest to Kamlesh Sethi, who joined with me and also le� the school with me 
in 1970. 

 I began my teaching with Std I and ended it with Std VI. Many batches of students were taught 
by me upto 60 years ago. Many of them scaled the heights of success. Many of them became doctors, 
engineers, and businessmen in later life. Though it is difficult to recall the names of these boys, all of 
whom must be grandfathers now, I can give the names of some of them. The closest to me was Anand 
Bajpai, son of Mr. P N Bajpai, Execu�ve Officer in the Agra Municipality, and Ambarish Patel, son of Mr. 
Kan�bhai Patel, both of whom used to come to my house for personal help. Also to be taught were 
Harish Mirchandani and his cousin Seeru; Madhu and Mukul Chandra, sons of Dr. Ramesh Chandra, 
Narendra Malhotra of Malhotra Nursing Home and Mukesh Jain, who later became a publisher. 

 When I joined St Peter's many of the older lot of male teachers were s�ll working. These 
included the science teacher, Mr. P L Sharma, the history and English teacher, Mr. B M Cornelius, the 
geography teacher, Mr. I V Phillips, the PT teacher Mr. H E Simon and Mr. L R Silas. Mr. E B Deane did his 
last two years of service in my �me.

Mrs. Noreen Newton, now 80, lives with her son in Lucknow, her husband, Dr. Goodwin Newton the 
noted neurosurgeon of  K.G. Medical College, Lucknow having passed away many years ago. Ed.

. The experience gained at St Peter's was instrumental in grooming me into a proper teacher. As 
St Peter's celebrates 175 years of service to the na�on, I pray that it may grow from strength to 
strength and may its mo�o Palma non sine pulvere con�nue to inspire young minds to persevere, 
struggle and achieve success. 
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Nostalgia for St Peter's
Doreen D'Souza née Smith (1965-1975)

 Of the boys I taught, I remember Anil Jessop, and Devendra Gupta, Praveen Bhargawa etc. if I 
remember aright a�er 50 years or so. The 11 years I taught in St Peter's were happy days and will 
forever be etched in my memory.

 In the interac�on with my students, I got to know that every student was unique in a way and 
had hidden talents, which needed to be developed. I decided to develop these latent talents and met 
with success, with the result that when the students went to higher classes, they were able to bring 
laurels to the school by taking part in inter-school debates, elocu�on contests, and quiz compe��ons.

 I was appointed a teacher soon a�er I completed my teachers' training 
course at St Mary's Allahabad, where I stayed as a boarder for two years a�er 
doing my Senior Cambridge from St Patrick's High School (now renamed St 
Patrick's Junior College) in 1962. I later did my gradua�on and MA in English.

 We, teachers, had a tough �me preparing for the Annual Sports Day, Elocu�on Day, Teachers 
Day and Children's Day, and of course, Independence Day and Republic Day. We also had a parent-
teacher mee�ng from �me to �me to update the parents and guardians about their wards and the 
teaching provided to them and be prepared to reply to their ques�ons, some of which were not very 
kind. 

 Many new buildings, I find, have now come up and the area close to the boundary wall with St 
Patrick's, has got a completely new look. In my �me, there was a single storey building housing the 
Kindergarten Sec�on of the School. Then there was an Infirmary in the northwest corner a�ached to 
the boundary wall with St Patrick's. Behind the Infirmary, which was looked a�er by old Mr. Pascal, was 
the San Damiano Convent, some sisters of which taught in the Middle School. One of them, Sister Flavia 
became very friendly with me. Later she became the Principal of the newly-opened St Felix Nursery 
School.
 The teachers with whom I developed close rela�ons were Neena Kalra, elder sister of Dr. Ajay 
Kalra, Hyacinth Macdonald, Lynda Miranda, Joyce Alone, and later Joyce Beale-all of my age group. The 
older teachers were Mrs. Simon and Mrs. Mal, talking of lady teachers only. 

 I consider myself fortunate to have been asked to write about my �me in St 
Peter's College as a teacher (1965-1975). It is nearly 50 years now that I le� the 
School and many events have become blurred over �me, but certain experiences 
with my fellow members of the staff and also students are s�ll quite vivid and it is 
these that I shall fall back on. 

 When I joined in 1965, Mr. Packiam was serving his last two years as Headmaster, a post that 
was to be abolished in 1967 along with that of Rector when Fr Columban assumed charge as Principal 
with all powers vested in him. He was kind to the teachers and was willing to listen to their problems 
and provide solu�ons to them.

 At St Peter's I taught Classes II to VI in the Middle School building that had 
recently come up. The work of teaching was both interes�ng and challenging. I was a li�le over 20 years 
of age when I started teaching and managing a class of 40 boys appeared daun�ng to me. But I got 
moral support from the fact that my elder sister, Noreen was already teaching there and there were 
other lady teachers, too with whom I developed close rela�ons over the years. Some of these were 
Neena Kalra, Lynda Miranda, Hyacinth Macdonald, Joyce Alone later Joyce Beale, who were all of my 
age group, and two older teachers, Mrs. Lalji Mal and Mrs. Simon.

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Teaching Chemistry
Dr. Ajaya Baboo (1975-2008)

 In November 1974 when I entered the office of the Principal, St Peter's 
College, Agra, for an interview for the post of a chemistry teacher, I expected to 
find a panel of experts wai�ng to ques�on me. There was no panel, as I looked 
around but only one holy man dressed in a white cassock. He welcomed me with 
a quiet smile and gave me a magazine from the German Democra�c Republic to 
read. I read out a few lines; but he stopped me with the ques�on: "Do you smoke 
or drink?" I replied in the nega�ve and the interview was over. No ques�ons on 
chemistry, my subject, were asked. Actually, in the interview the social and 
emo�onal chemistry of the candidate was tested and the interviewer was Rev Fr 
Columban, the Principal of the College, who not only appointed me but gave me 
the mantra of happy living and hard work. Even a�er nearly fi�y years, I salute such a karmayogi and 
educa�onist.

To forget is a crime

To the present teaching staff, I would like to say that today's teachers have to be doers. They also have 
to be dreamers, helpers, healers, mentors, role models, nurturers and inspirers. I believe that 
teaching is the most challenging profession in society and it is ge�ng more and more difficult all the 
�me because in classrooms at all levels, problems are prolifera�ng and expecta�ons are escala�ng. 
But I am sure the teachers of St Peter's are competent enough to meet all future and present 
challenges.

 Long Live St Peter's College.

 The students of St Peter's are confident, daring, and op�mis�c. My appeal to the students is: 
"Dear students, respect your teachers. Make honesty, sincerity, dedica�on, pa�ence, and empathy 
your best friends and most importantly success will be yours."

 This premier educa�onal ins�tu�on of northern India has produced personali�es in all fields. I 
can recall the names of some I have taught. They include Sandip Jain and Anshul Singh both IAS 
personnel, Alok Singh, IPS Police Commissioner, AIIMS toppers Shashwat Misra and Tarun Mi�al, 
Praveg Goyal CBSE India topper, Amrit Goyal, who are all well-known doctors; Dr. Sanjeev Sharma, 
Standing Commi�ee on Defence, Lok Sabha Secretariat; Rohit Nayyar, Chartered Accountant; 
Hridyesh Mohan, IAS West Bengal Cadre and Alok Bajpai, Chief Financial Officer, Adani Connect Pvt 
Ltd.

 I had the good fortune of serving under a large number of Principals. They were, apart from Fr 
Columban, Rev Frs Alexander, Jerome D'Souza, Sebas�an Panthaladi, Jose Maliekal, George Paul, 
Dennis D'Souza,  Mathew K, and John Ferreira. All of them taught me a lot. I should like to quote the 
following lines that have impressed me;

To be lazy is a greater crime
To neglect work and offer excuses is the greatest crime 
Ac�on without delay is the secret of efficiency

 Through Fr Columban I came to know about the stability of teachers in the Department of 
Chemistry, in which the Founder-Chairman of the Agra Public School Mr. P L Sharma had joined St 
Peter's in 1930 and re�red in 1965, followed by Mr. S P Sharma who joined in 1963 and re�red in 1998, 
while I joined in January 1975 and with an extension of five years taught �ll May 2013. Thus for 83 
years, only three chemistry teachers taught in St Peter's to senior classes.

St Peter's gave us a mo�o PALMA NON SINE PULVERE meaning no gain without 

pain. This has become a part of our life. St Peter's stands firm for such values.

Some�mes when you are a�ending some 

func�on or travelling in a train or bus you run into a fine and handsome fellow and he turns around and 

says " Pauline Ma'am! you taught me in class IV or ma'am you corrected my pronuncia�on of a certain 

word." The Very fact that they recognise you a�er so many years is so rewarding. St. Peter's has given 

me this joy. 

 Life in St Peter's was fun. The extracurricular ac�vi�es, inter-house compe��ons, staff picnics, 

Annual Day, and Sports Day prac�ce are some of the events which have le� an indelible mark on my 

mind.

 Almost overnight, a kaleidoscopic burst of colour suffused my sky, put a 

sparkle in my eyes and a spring in my feet. And slowly, but irrevocably, led me on 

the path of self-discovery and self-realiza�on. Born in a conserva�ve Marwari 

family, I had never even dreamt that I would someday become a teacher. And yet, 

there I was, standing, that sultry July morning, my heart filled with trepida�on, looking at a class of 

sixty young men, 17-18 years old! They stared back at me, their eyes judging me, calcula�ng the 

mischief they could do, wondering, perhaps, how long I would last!

 Well, last I did! And what a journey it became- a veritable roller coaster ride that con�nued 

nonstop for 32 years. Of course academics, and the drudgery of correc�ons occupied a major chunk of 

�me in school. But to compensate for such travails, were countless sports and cultural ac�vi�es, 

mul�ple fests, compe��ons, and celebra�ons. St. Peter's was a happening place, abuzz with 

 Some�mes life confers a blessing upon us, all wrapped up and swathed in 

ordinary looking paper, and we don't know it is a blessing �ll the paper begins to 

unfold layer by layer, and then we see the beau�ful ways in which that blessing 

had manifested itself and changed our lives. I received one such gi� when Fr. 

Maliekal appointed me Lecturer in English in St. Peter's in July 1986.
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 The children who now entered the premises of St. Peter's were children born in another �me, 

another age. It was no longer possible to teach as we had taught yesterday. If we had to remain literate 

in this new age, we needed to learn, unlearn, and relearn. Learning, may be, became easier with the 

students now having access to all kinds of informa�on, but teaching became more difficult. To inspire 

their learning spirit, to nudge them towards their goals and dreams, to help them prepare for 

tomorrow, in fact, if only to keep pace with their world, technology needed to be integrated into 

lessons.

excitement, laughter, and vivacity. And it was, of course, forever younger than 18! How could anyone 

grow old amidst all the energy that ricocheted from every wall and every stone and filled every nook 

and cranny? I absorbed that energy, and each day became a learning experience. I learnt from my 

students love and friendship, laughter, how to get up a�er a fall, to believe that spring is just around 

the corner, to forget grievances and shake hands, and so much more. 

 St. Peter's in the eigh�es and nine�es s�ll carried an old-world aura. A class was almost 
completely teacher-centric, the teacher planned, controlled, and dominated the lessons, and the 
student was, more or less, a passive recipient of the knowledge being imparted. Outside of their 
homes, it was the school that gave students a sense of belonging, and teachers, the sole hub of 
knowledge. It was a struggle, at �mes, to make them understand poetry or Shakespearean drama. But 
it was always a joy to hear their interpreta�ons, some�mes childish and some�mes so innova�ve and 
novel that they would surprise me, and to see their eyes ligh�ng up as a theme or idea suddenly 
became clear. It was thrilling to prepare them for debates and declama�ons, proudly watch them 
grow and bloom, witness their euphoric celebra�ons a�er winning a trophy, and at the same �me 
comfort those who came in empty-handed. It was herculean labour to write and direct plays and 
conduct rehearsals before annual days but the quiet sa�sfac�on a�er every successful comple�on-
unimaginable! Endless work and endless joy! The school was a home away from home. The 
involvement with school life was intense and the bonds formed deep-rooted.

 Schools are microcosms of the world outside. The world of the 1980s and 90s, even the first 

decade of the new millennium, was a simpler place, with the outside world not intruding too much 

into the school space. Looking back I can easily demarcate two �me periods--the school world prior to 

the advent of the internet, wifi, and smartphones and the school world a�er that. The change was 

mind-boggling. I won't label it good or bad, but undoubtedly, it was an inexorable flow, sweeping the 

whole world along with it. Even a century and a half old ins�tu�on like St. Peter's could not remain 

untouched. For students, the focus shi�ed metamorphically from school life to life online. The 

internet became a new source of informa�on, entertainment, and more, much more. Day a�er day, 

week a�er week, perceived the innocence of students replaced by a new light of too much knowing; 

many gradually withdrew from school ac�vi�es and there was a palpable loss of interest in academics. 

Perhaps the new world, that the internet laid bare before the enthralled eyes of the young, was too 

en�cing, too varied, too colorful, and too big... Whatever the cause and whatever the effects, the new 

challenge before teachers, now, was how to connect with minds already preoccupied with too many 

things.

 In Peter's too, we watched helplessly our beloved students becoming more and more 

saturated in electronic, digital, and social media. Copy-pasted and forwarded messages replaced

 At a young age, educa�on was a field that permeated my every cell and set 

the stage for what I dub as the most formidable years of my career. A visionary, I learnt to channel every 

life lesson into my profession to create the perfect tapestry of my calling. A famous verse from the Bible 

became the core of my teaching, "Let your light shine before others, that they may see your good 

deeds and glorify your Father in heaven." Ma�hew 5: 16.

 We live by so many words of inspira�on to grapple various situa�ons daily; 

but for me, it all boils down to the years spent at St Peter's College, playing many 

roles but learning one lesson- there's nothing greater than the joy of teaching; for 

it is in teaching that flows the fountain of learning. I consider myself privileged to 

have been associated with St Peter's College, Agra, for 41 years. My journey in this 

iconic ins�tu�on began as a student of Class VI. Running through the corridors in 

my uniform and then, several years later, transforming into a teacher, I am a 

memento of its grandiosity and warmth.

 A faintly percep�ble shi� began to take place in the classrooms. No longer were they defined 
by the teacher's intellect and the student's obedience.No longer was the student a passive recipient 
but analyzing and ques�oning everything.

 There will always be nostalgia for a lost world, but the truth is that we cannot afford to live in 
the past. We, as teachers, have to go that extra mile and take that extra step to rebuild a nourishing 
rela�onship with our students because in that rela�onship lie the roots of educa�on. We only learn 
from people we love, and therefore the necessity to establish a rapport with our pupils. Teaching is a 
beau�ful voca�on which gives us the privilege of shaping lives and careers but it is scary too because 
it gives us so much power to mould the future of so many. Teaching commands respect, but demands 
care sacrifice, and selflessness.

 I prayed to be a teacher that a student prays to have.

 My days in St. Peter's were worth all the frustra�ons, difficul�es, and hard work. I lived and 
loved every moment I spent there. I o�en wondered, and s�ll wonder, if it is possible for a heart to 
love so many, so much, even while knowing that the year would come to an end and the boys would 
leave in search of wider horizons, knowing that they would not look back, perhaps never return, 
knowing that my love would soon be forgo�en? May be it is possible because I loved them all! I don't 
know whether they knew it or not, but for me, my loving was enough....
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 At 62, these everlas�ng memories are reminiscent of my achievements that seem to be etched 

on a gold tablet. As Henry Wadsworth Longfellow puts it in his poem, A Psalm of Life, these experiences 

are nothing but "footprints on the sands of �me," leaving crumbs for those who will be responsible for 

teaching young minds in the days to come.

 As an integral part of the school, I was opened to a plethora of opportuni�es that have become 

milestones in my life. I s�ll remember the first �me I held the microphone during the morning 

assembly, that zest for making the announcements, the twinkle in the eyes of the students and their 

eagerness for what I was about to say. The rest is history. From there, I compered for all major events in 

the school, headlining ac�vi�es and adding flavour to every compe��on, and even the Annual Sports 

Day. The events were a major a�rac�on, as every year a famous figure visited the premises to witness 

the spirited atmosphere of the ins�tu�on.

 Even a�er all these years, a�er my memorable exit in 2020, am s�ll reminded of the wonders 

that the school is built upon; how it is not the bricks or the vintage architecture that makes it so special - 

although the infrastructure is one of its kind in the city- but it is the ideas of the pupils, the rela�onship 

they have with the teachers, the laughs shared between classes, the humdrum of the cafeteria, the 

prayers said aloud first thing in the morning and the innova�ve teaching styles that make St Peter's 

College what it is today. 

 I am proud I was a mentor for many students, who have successful careers today. In fact, I have 

been fortunate to work during the tenure of all the ten Principals of St Peter's College.

 St Peter's College wasn't just a place where I taught students some mathema�cal problems; it 

was a pla�orm that embraced my skills in churning out genera�ons of kids, solving their life problems.

Dr. Antony A. P.  (1989-2021)

 Although I began my teaching journey in St. Peter's College in 1989, I had 

known it since 1977 when I came to Agra for my priestly training. In 1977 Rev. Fr. 

Alexander OFM Cap was the Principal and Rector of the Seminary. A man of few 

words, he always wore a beaming smile on his face. It was he who introduced me 

to St. Peter's. Later, from 1983 to 1984, I did my regency in St. Peter's College 

under Fr. Sebas�an Panthaladi as Principal and taught English to Junior Classes 

and was also the in-charge of junior boarders. Fr. Sebas�an Panthaladi was bold, 

had the courage of his convic�ons, and never minced his words. He would go 

down in the history of the College as the one who closed down the boarding sec�on.

 I worked under seven Principals namely, Rev. Fr. Sebas�an Pantaladi, Rev. Fr. George Paul, Rev. 

Fr. Dennis D'Souza, Rev. Fr. Mathew Kumblumoo�l, Rev. Fr. John Ferreira, Rev Fr. Dr. Paul Thannickal 

and the present Principal Rev. Fr. Andrew Correia. Each had his own dis�nc�ve way of func�oning and 

tried their best to raise the standard of the College. All of them were very friendly and suppor�ve. 

Their encouragement and guidance was a source of mo�va�on for me. Working under them was a 

�me of learning and unlearning of many things.

 When I joined St. Peter's for my second and rather long innings as a teacher of English in 1989, 

Rev. Fr. George Paul was the Principal. He was very bright and me�culous to a fault. A  well-read and 

informed person, he was capable of taking St. Peter's to greater heights on all fronts. As a young and 

new teacher, I had the opportunity to work under some senior-most teachers - a few of them had 

taught me in the Seminary and who were also men of calibre and character. They were very loyal to the 

College and very helpful to me.

 I got real life lessons as well as prac�cal �ps of teaching techniques from my senior colleagues. 

My career as a teacher in St. Peter's has taught me a great deal of discipline and �me management, 

which are indispensable in the teaching profession and provided me a somewhat fair grounding in 

teaching, especially the English language.

I learnt to look at things with a different perspec�ve and began 

to solve the problems of students in more than one way. 

 It is said that the work of a teacher is to change the lives of students. I believe that ge�ng to 

know each student and his personal struggles is the key to being a great and successful teacher. But how 

much I have succeeded and enriched their lives, I do not know. What I learnt from St. Peter's is that 

teaching English, especially language from students' perspec�ve will go a long way in helping them to 

have a fairly comfortable command over it.

 The way the students think in the class has boggled my mind. The ques�ons asked by some 

students in the class have stumped me and made me think how students think differently. The skills they 

possess and the way some of them form their ques�ons have made me an avid reader and perpetual 

learner for their sake and to be at ease in the class.

 My tryst with St. Peter's College began when I went to meet Rev. Fr. 
George Paul, the then principal, in 1990 at his residence as he had invited my 
husband and me, then newly married, for dinner. In between the informal 
dialogues, he along with Rev. Fr. Joe Thykka�l, then Vice Principal and now the 
Bishop of Gwalior, inquired about my family, educa�on, hobbies, and so on. Later I 
was told that it was an interview and soon I joined the staff of St. Peter's College.

 The Late Mr. Peter Anthony, the physical training instructor, o�en played the role of our 
guardian, who never allowed anyone into our premises without permission, while Mrs. Anthony was a 
grandmother to our children under whose loving care we le� them whenever needed. The Late Mrs. 
B.Louis had an implicit authority over all of us, specially on children, ins�lling in them spiritual, moral 
and social values. I shared a very special sibling rela�on with Mrs. Doris D'Cruze while the company of 
Mrs. Nirmala Leonard and Dr Valsan, an expert in music and his wife Betsy, added rhythm, colours and 
vibrancy to our lives. I would also like to men�on Mrs and Mr. Chacko, who resided in the Quarters for 
some�me were our mentors, guides and friends.

 I consider myself to be very lucky to have worked with the seniormost teachers of that �me, 
Mrs.Mal and Mrs.E.Paul, my first colleagues who guided me to cope with the stressful ini�al days. In

children. 

 At this juncture, nearing the last milestone of my career, I o�en fall prey to melancholy, feeling 
depressed and listless.

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about ten percent of our popula�on, its usefulness is seen everywhere. Ini�ally, at the beginning of our 

Republic, it was s�pulated for use in official work for only a period of fi�een years; but the aura and 

power of English have made it almost indispensable for us Indians when it comes to transac�ng 

professional businesses or dealing with personal ma�ers. It should be nobody's case that English 

medium schools and colleges should be shut down; though a sec�on of language extremists o�en 

thinks and acts on this line of thought when it talks of promo�ng local na�ve languages, which are so 

many in this mul�-religious, mul�-cultural and mul�-lingual country called India that is Bharat, that it 

might be difficult to handle them if put to official use.

All this has caused a kind of 

crisis of the dearth of competent and efficient teachers in schools and colleges, which are the real 

nurseries of educa�on in society. When we don't get good and able teachers in schools and colleges, it 

impacts everything in the long run. The learning and proficiency in the English language has also 

suffered. I have no compunc�on in saying that I o�en come across alumni, students, and teachers too, 

of many English-medium schools who cut a sorry figure when they speak or write English; they are 

supposed to be proficient in English, which they are not! While it is true that there has been a dras�c 

decay and decline in the standards of educa�on in many public schools and the schools run by 

Chris�an missionaries, St. Peter's College, Agra has successfully maintained its status of being among 

the best English-medium ins�tu�ons in the northern region of the country. It has been a hallmark of 

English-medium educa�on in Agra in par�cular and in the State at large.

 The Ins�tu�on began as a school in January 1848 and soon developed as a college of 

engineering with addi�onal facili�es for an observatory, a prin�ng press, a museum of economic 

geology, and a depot for mathema�cal and scien�fic instruments along with a workshop for their 

repair. It was only in 1854 that the Ins�tute was christened 'Thomason College of Engineering at 

Roorkee'.

 Also to achieve fame was A C Verriers, who rose to become the Consul�ng Engineer to the 

Railway Board, while J C Clancey did valuable work in the Burma survey of the loca�on of oil wells and 

pearl fisheries. Later, he surveyed parts of the Himalayas and was for some �me Lecturer at the famous 

Greenwich Observatory in London. He also wrote books on astronomy. Both Verriers and Clancey were 

awarded the �tle of Companion of the Indian Empire (C I E).

 Another student of St Peter's, Lears, who became a known surveyor and surveyed the Godavari 

Valley for a railway line to be laid in the area for the Nizam. Interes�ngly, the Government of India, 

could not spare him ini�ally for Nizam's project and the Nizam agreed to wait �ll he was available, a 

tribute to the ability and reputa�on of Lears.

 He begins with Sir Michael Filose, son of Major Julian Filose of the Army of the Scindias and 

grandson of John Bap�st Filose, the great benefactor of St Peter's, with whose monetary help the 

School was started. Michael was born in 1836 and was admi�ed to St Peter's as a child, which should 

mean soon a�er the incep�on of the School. A�er passing out, he joined University College, London, 

from where he got a degree in engineering and architecture. He came back to India to join service with 

the State of Gwalior and rose to become the Chief Secretary. He is credited with building the 'Jal Niwas' 

Palace and other buildings in Gwalior. He was honored by King-Emperor George V at the Corona�on 

Durbar in Delhi in 1911 with the �tle of Knight Commander of the Bri�sh Empire (KCIE).

 It would not be out of place here to point out that as early as the 1860's and 1870's St Peter's 

had become the feeding ground of the Thomason College of Engineering, set up in Roorkee in 1847 and 

named a�er Thomason, who was Lt Governer of the United Provinces of Agra and Oudh and the man 

who picked upon Roorkee as the place that needed the se�ng up of a college for the training of 

engineers for the great canal works that were to be undertaken.

 I have inten�onally broken off from my account of dis�nguished students of St Peter's because 

the annual reports about the progress of St. Peter's presented by the Rector to the Archbishop of Agra 

state that the school prepares students for admission to the Roorkee College of Engineering. It was 

from Roorkee that many Peterians went on to do commendable work in the fields of surveying and 

engineering in various parts of India.

 Another field that the students ventured into was the Military Medical Service. Among the 

brilliant ones were James Dunne, Alfred Raphael, and his brother Charles Raphael, who entered the 

Military Medical Service by securing high marks and who topped every examina�on they appeared at, 

 Though no regular records exist with regard to the students of the College who rise high in 

public service and other fields of endeavor, we have in Fr Bonaventure (Gilligan) a personal record of 

the achievements of former students. Fr Bonaventure, an Irishman, joined St Peter's in 1873, when the 

School was just 27 years old and stayed on, with some breaks, �ll the Centenary of the School in 1946 

and beyond. Wri�ng for the Centenary Souvenir, he gives the names of many Peterians who earned 

name and fame in later life and also brought laurels to their Alma Mater.

The Products of  St Peter's
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 Also to have studied in St Peter's and achieved fame in later life was Syed Alay Nabi, who 

became Chairman of the Agra Municipal Board. A road in the Panchkuin area of the city is named a�er 

him. Also, a student of the College was Shabbir Hussain Khan, be�er known by his pseudonym Josh 

Malihabadi, the famous Urdu poet. Born in 1894, he studied in the College and passed the Senior 

Cambridge Examina�on in 1914. 

 To con�nue with the products of old, J David, who passed out in 1914 entered Government 

service and ended up as Assistant Secretary to the Government of India, while Felix Sheldon had the 

dis�nc�on of entering the pres�gious Indian Civil Service (ICS) and rising high in the bureaucra�c 

setup.

 The three sons of the Nawab, Fazlurrahman, Fatehurrahman, and Farooqur Rahman, all dead 

now, also studied at St Peter's before moving on to St John's College. Also to have studied in St Peter's 

were the sons and grandsons of Seth Tarachand and his younger brother Seth Lakshman Prasad, who 

lived in Musharraf Manzil, the Mughal palace, where Mumtaz Mahal once lived and which was 

occupied by Aurangzeb when he entered Agra a�er his victory over Dara Shikoh, his eldest brother 

figh�ng on behalf of Shah Jahan, at the ba�le of Samugarh in 1858. It was while living in Musharraf 

Manzil that Aurangzeb planned the strategy of taking control of the Agra Fort and eventually 

imprisoning his father. As children my siblings and I o�en went to Musharraf Manzil for a day's ou�ng 

to see the gold-covered ceiling of one of the palaces, my father being a friend of Seth Lakshman Das.

a feat accomplished about a century later by Daya Kishore Hazra, whose dis�nguished career was 

recognised with the Padma Shri being awarded to him.

 A classmate of the present writer, who could only be a poor second to him for the seven years 

they studied together, Hazra not only topped the list of successful candidates at the School Leaving 

Cer�ficate Examina�on of the University of Cambridge, commonly called Senior Cambridge, he also 

topped the list in UP!

 Another student who dis�nguished himself was Fred Ellis, a scion of the famous Ellis family of 

Agra, who might be called the first journalist of Agra, besides being an honorary magistrate, started an 

English weekly paper 'The People's Herald', with the sub�tle 'A smart paper for smart people'. He rode 

to the Civil Courts in his horse-driven buggy and on his death in 1937 was buried in the Catholic 

Cemetery on the pla�orm of the beige-colored impressive mausoleum constructed over the graves of 

his rich Armenian merchant ancestors, west of the mausoleum of Col John Hessing, called the red 

sandstone Taj Mahal.

 Nawab Mohammad Faiyaz Khan, whose sprawling mansions spread from in front of the 

present St Francis School, �ll the small crossing called 'the meat wala chauraha' was also a student of 

the College. He undertook a tour of Europe in the 1920s, studying for a while at Cambridge University 

and ge�ng a diploma in journalism from Harvard University, before returning to India and developing 

his father Nawab Ismail Khan's private library, stocking it with some of the finest books on 'shikar' and 

big game hun�ng to be found anywhere in India. The Nawab became a member of the UP Legisla�ve 

Council in 1923 and developed in�mate rela�ons with Sarojini Naidu who when Governor of UP, 

visited his widow, Qadri Begum, a�er the death of the Nawab. The present writer was witness to the 

visit, which as a boy of ten he saw from the balcony of his house at Gha�a Azam Khan, just across the 

narrow road from the Nawab's House leading to Wazirpura. It was the Nawab who ini�ated my father 

into journalism in 1930.

 Other notable former students were Kunwar Ashraf Ali Khan, and Nawab of Sadabad, who held 

huge proper�es in Agra also, and who was a member of the UP Vidhan Sabha a number of �mes. Raja 
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 Those who entered the Allied Services include John Hakim, Indian Police Service; Rajesh 

Dhingra, Indian Revenue Service, who re�red as Special Secretary, Ministry of Finance; Sandeep Silas 

of the Indian Railway Service; Rajeev Jain of the Indian Police Service and Kamaluddin Khilji, who 

entered the Rajasthan Civil Service.

 Limi�ng oneself to the post Independence period or even the cut off year of 1950 or even 1960, 

we find that on the basis of informa�on available to us, the following students entered the Indian 

Administra�ve Service: Vijay Bakaya, who joined in 1970 and re�red as Chief Secretary, Jammu, and 

Kashmir Government; Shiv Shankar Mukherjee, who joined in 1971 and re�red a�er serving as High 

Commissioner of India to the United Kingdom; Ranjeet Issar, who became Secretary of Defence, 

Government of India; Ravi Dhingra, who re�red as Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of 

India and Ashok Kumar of the 1964 ISC batch who re�red as Member, Board of Revenue, Govt of UP, 

a�er serving as Commissioner, Agra Division. Those who have joined the service recently are Sandeep 

Jain, Anshul Singh, Alok Singh, and Hridyesh Mohan.

 During the first one hundred years of the College, there were few avenues of employment. 

Many students could not go up to the final year and dropped off because of various reasons, chief of 

them being financial difficul�es because of condi�ons at home. However, they too were absorbed, 

mainly in the Railways and the Posts and Telegraphs Department. The be�er students went to the 

engineering college that had opened at Roorkee to be trained as surveyors and construc�on 

engineers, and St Peter's became a feeding ground for the Roorkee College. Some others became army 

medicos.

 With the development of the country and the expansion of trade and commerce, science and 

technology, the civil services, the military, and the crea�on of new jobs and professions the students of 

St Peter's, as with other good ins�tu�ons, entered the civil and defense services, the banking and 

corporate sectors of engineering and technology, college and university teaching, business 

entrepreneurship, public administra�on, human resources, journalism, and the electronic media and 

what have you. 

 We have a fairly long list of technologists, who include IITians. They are Ashok Soota, who 

passed out from IIT Roorkee and is a big name in the se�ng up of companies; his friend and classmate 

Anant Trivedi, who spent a be�er part of his life in the United Kingdom and is a known technologist, 

 It is neither possible nor necessary to give the names of our students who have done well in 

various professions. But enough is being said, the following paragraphs would give the reader an 

indica�on of how well our students have done.

 A member of the famous Kunzru family, K N Kunzru, brother of Pt Hriday Nath Kunzru, founder 

member of the Servants of India Society, and member of the Cons�tuent Assembly of India, was also 

for a �me a student here.

Aridaman Singh of Bhadawar State and his son Tripurdaman, Kunwar Rajendra Singh of Dhirpura, who 

entered his 100 years in July this year also studied in St Peter's in the early 1930s. His son Pradeep Singh 

and grandson Dhananjay were also students here.

 Some give the highest priority to the civil services, while others to technical and engineering 

jobs. Is it bureaucracy versus technocracy? No, the confronta�on is irrelevant: they are two top 

avenues for achievers, if medical exper�se is to be relegated to the third posi�on. The students of St 

Peter's have excelled in all three, as a brief list that follows will show. Our boys have grabbed the top 

posts in civil services, engineering, and also in medical sciences.
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though both Soota and Trivedi spent only a couple of years in St Peter's; Kiran Singh, a best boy of St 

Peter's in 1960, who passed out from Kharagpur, studied in the USA for further degrees and returned 

to India to become Professor at Roorkee, re�ring a�er 40 years of teaching, Pradeep Amar of the 1956 

Senior Cambridge batch, who passed out from Roorkee IIT along with Soota and worked for a couple of 

decades in the USA before returning to India, Raj Kumar Caprihan, who did his engineering in 

Kharagpur and held high posi�ons in Samsung and other famous interna�onal brands; Inder Kapoor, 

who capped a brilliant academic career, in which he topped all classes he studied in by passing out 

from IIT Delhi, holding important posi�ons in companies while based in Singapore; civil engineers 

Ankur Singh and Kaushik Das and quite unassuming but very senior as a marine engineer Arun 

Mehrotra, the latest being Kar�kay Sharma of the 2009 ISC batch who has become a mechanical 

engineer.

 There were many students who went in for the defence services and rose high. These included 

many who took to the medical or engineering corps of the Indian Army. The list we have made out on 

the basis of informa�on collected by us a�er much effort includes Lt Gen A K S Chandle, who has been 

kind enough to contribute a note on his years in the School as well as a brief biodata about himself, Lt 

Gen P K Bhadauria; Air Marshal A K Singh, who was AOC Western Air Command; Lt. General A.K. Singh, 

who became Governor of Andaman and Nicobar Islands; Major General N P S Bal; Naval Commodore 

Rajendrapal Singh; Brigadier Niladri Shankar Mukherjee; Brigadier (Dr) Amarjeet Singh Group Captain 

Kr J P S Chauhan and Lt Col A K Sharma.

 The largest number of our boys went for the medical sciences. Leaving out the boys who opted 

for the doctor's profession in the first hundred years of College, whose names have come elsewhere in 

this Souvenir, we shall limit ourselves to the boys who became doctors a�er 1950. They include 

Maharaj Tandon, who is a physician in Australia, and Biren Tandon, who is a surgeon in the USA-both of 

the 1954 batch. Then comes Daya Kishore Hazra, perhaps the brightest student that the College has 

produced, who became Director-Professor and Head of the Department of Medicine at S N Medical 

College, Agra. Interna�onally known for his work, he was awarded the Padma Shri in 2014. 

Chronologically, he is followed by K N Dube, ( son of Dr. B K Dube also Professor and Head Department 

of Medicine at S N Medical College, Agra) Then comes Barun Sarkar, a sportsman and known cricketer 

in his student days, who headed the Department of Obstetrics and Gynaecology at S N Medical College 

for a long �me. He is followed by Sanjay Tandon of the 1962 batch, who le� teaching at Meerut 

Medical College to start his private clinic. Arun Nagrath of the 1964 batch was Professor and Head of 

the Department of Obs and Gynae at SN, where he was followed by Mukesh Chandra, who is now a 

Professor and Head of Obs and Gynae at a private medical college. Rajeshwar Dayal heads the 

Department of Paediatrics at S N, while Neeraj Awasthi of the 1969 batch runs a private ophthalmic 

clinic, as does Ashok Vij but an orthopaedic one. Like him Sanjay Chaturvedi runs an ortho clinic, while 

Devendra Gupta, too is a surgeon, seeing pa�ents privately. Narendra Malhotra of the 1973 batch is 

the owner and Director of the Rainbow Hospital as well as the well-known Malhotra Nursing Home. 

His classmate Arun Tiwari, a�er studies in England, has become a noted urologist in Agra. Three years 

junior to him in school, Deepak Mital did a course in AIIMS, New Delhi, following it up with specialized 

studies in the USA and is now a famous nephrologist and heads the renal transplant sec�on in a big 

hospital in that country. Tarun Mi�al an AIIMS topper has become a nephrologist, while Shashwat 

Misra, son of the neurosurgeon Dr. R C Misra, topped the AIIMs and is now on the faculty of 

neurosurgery there. Also, doctors are Praveg and Amrit Goyal.
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 Allied to the field of banking is the work of a chartered account. Many of our boys went in for it. 

These included Mukesh Kapoor of the 1968 batch, Arvind Ralhan and Arvind Tandon of the 1970 batch, 

and Rohit Nayyar of the 1982 batch. Those who entered the teaching profession at the various levels 

include Rajendra and Surendra Trivedi, who were lecturers in physics at Agra College; Neville Smith 

who taught English at RBS (formerly BR) College for 37 years before re�ring in 2000, Amit Mukherjee of 

the 1969 batch who re�red as Head of the Department of History in St John's College, Agra; Anil Jessop 

Chauhan of the 1976 batch who has succeeded him as Professor and Head, Department of History, St 

John's College and next in seniority in the Department.

 Also to have become doctors were Pradeep Srivastava, Yogesh Bhargava, Sanjay Dube, Brij 

Mohan Gupta, and Ajay Bansal-all of the 1970 batch. Two others of the batch Sunil Jatana and Suresh 

Lala entered the Armed Forces Medical College, re�ring as colonels. 

. Those who went into the banking sector as officers include Himadri Mukherjee, eldest of the 

talented Mukherjee brothers, and Ivan Smith, both of whom rose high in the State Bank of India, The 

former becoming Assistant Gen Manager. Then Sanjay Silas, again one of three brothers who rose high, 

is a senior execu�ve in Axis Bank, while Sudhanshu Garg and Sardindu Vajpayee were in high posts in 

the Standard Chartered Bank at Qatar, the la�er becoming General Manager there. Ashok Agarwal 

worked for a life�me at Canara Bank.

 Men�on must be made here of R Shyam Khemani, who was in St Peter's from 1956 to 1959 

before going to other countries where his IFS father was posted. He finally se�led down in the USA 

a�er ge�ng a Ph.D from the London School of Economics and becoming an economist of repute and 

adviser to more than 35 countries including India.

 Instead of becoming teachers, some students became owners-directors of schools opened by 

them or their fathers and bequeathed to them. They were Mahesh Sharma of Agra Public School, 

Sanjay Tomar of Holy Public School and Pardyuman Chaturvedi of Gayatri Public School started by his 

mother Mrs. Radha Sharma. A K Singh, who re�red from the Air Force as squadron leader started a 

school in the name of his late father Dr. M P Singh, while Derek Smith started the Smith Nursery School 

managed by his wife, while he himself re�ring as Ac�ng Principal of St John's Intermediate College. 

Another student, Chandra Mohan Rana of the 1975 batch runs a senior secondary school in Hathras, 

ge�ng inspira�on from St Peter's, where he was a boarder for many years. Niranjan Singh of the 1962 

batch also started a number of schools in rural Haryana, while being a Principal in some schools a�er 

teaching at Bishop Co�on School in Simla. Lazarus Smith of the 1953 batch taught at St Xavier's Jaipur 

and Delhi, St Joseph's College, Mussoorie before migra�ng to Australia in 1970 and con�nuing with 

school teaching there. Manoranjan Prasad re�red as Associate Professor of English at Agra College 

Agra, while Vinod Tiwari of the 1971 batch re�red as Divisional Head, ICAR Ins�tute, Karnal.

 Of those who made a name for themselves in the field of journalism and wri�ng was Thomas 

Smith (1922-1928), who spent 64 years of his life wri�ng for newspapers and news magazines, Indian 

and foreign (1943-1956) earning the sobriquet' 'Papa of the Scribes'. His second son, Ronald Smith 

rose to become News Editor of The Statesman and also wrote over a dozen books on the life and 

culture of Delhi, ge�ng the Twi�er tribute from Arvind Kejriwal, Chief Minister of Delhi, on his death in 

the words 'the chronicler of our great city of Delhi'. His younger brother, Neville, Editor of this Souvenir, 

also worked as a journalist and writer for a period of 55 years, contribu�ng several hundred ar�cles 

and news stories to newspapers and news agencies and finally publishing a book on his work �tled 

Pages from the Diary of a Journalist. Brij Khandelwal (1956-1966) showed his talent in journalism by 

bringing out a number of publica�ons, beginning with 'Wink', while he was yet a student and 
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 Vinay Kumar Singh of the 1986 batch is the lone example of a student going into the human 
resources profession.
 There must be many glaring omissions in the list of achievers and we would assign this to the 
paucity of informa�on on them, despite efforts made to get it. This lack of informa�on underscores the 
need for every ins�tu�on, educa�onal or any other, to put in place a mechanism that would keep a 
record of the progress of those who have passed out of their portals. Conversely, it devolves upon the 
products of an ins�tu�on to keep in touch with their Alma Mater and keep it informed about their 
progress in their professional as well as their personal lives.

 Other fields ventured into by students of St Peter's are those of law and banking. In law, one B D 
Agarwal is said to have become a supreme court lawyer as early as 1950 or so. Even earlier, Pran Nath 
Takru, father of Vinay Takru and classmate of Thomas Smith in the 1920s, was a lawyer in the Civil 
Courts at Agra, while M P Sarabhoy, also an old student was a lawyer again at the local level, pleading a 
few cases in the Allahabad High Court in the mid-1950s �ll about a decade or so ago. The oldest 
advocate, ac�vely engaged in work, is Pratap Swami Mehra, who was a student of St Peter's in the 
1940s. Hriday Shankar Mathur, also a senior advocate, passed away two years ago. Another senior 
advocate of Agra, Arvind Misra, was a student �ll 1968 and rose to become Adviser to the Governor of 
UP in ma�ers legal.

con�nuing with 'Samiksha Bhar�' and Newspress. He le� a promising career in journalism a�er ge�ng 

a degree in mass communica�on to become a freelancer. A�er him, Hemendra Chaturvedi (1972-

1981) le� the legal profession to become the Agra Incharge of Hindustan Times. Another student 

Rahul Paliwal became a journalist and is the Director of Moon Cable, Agra.

 There were students who either went into their family business or started their own. We have 
the names of some of these students. They are Shailendra Nath Agarwal (1951-1961) who a�er doing 
B Tech from IIT, Kanpur went into business entrepreneurship se�ng up industries in Pune, namely, 
Venus Industries and Automech India, Ltd. Suresh Nagrath, though the son of a medical doctor, 
branched off into business and was President of the Na�onal Chamber of Industries and Commerce for 
several terms, before moving to Bombay (Mumbai) in 1980 and thence to London. Mukesh Jain took to 
his family business of publica�on of educa�onal books and periodicals, while Rakesh Darbari became 
an All-India supplier of specialized scien�fic instruments. Vinay Takru helped his father in the work of 
running a newspaper distribu�on agency and also for a noted tyre company. His classmate Rahul 
Agarwal also did business a�er school. Sunil Jain of the 1970 batch though a civil engineer, went into 
construc�on work, while Ambarish Patel of the 1973 batch joined his father's business of 
manufacturing and selling bidis. Sa�sh Jain of the 1960 batch became a manufacturer of valves, there 
is also the curious case of Parveen Bhargava, who a�er doing the work of producing and selling seeds 
and fer�liser to the Government, renounced all worldly works and became an asce�c with the name of 
Swami Sadanand and looking a�er his own ashram-cum-temple in Vrindavan.
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Dr. Neville Smith

 Whenever I think of St. Peter's College, my mind goes back more than 76 
years to that January morning when I walked on and on, on that never- ending 
stretch of road from near Akbar's Church to the massive main building at the far 
end of the road. I was walking with my uncle, James Smith, who had been asked 
by my father to get me admi�ed in the Kindergarten class of the school.
 For a six-year old who had never moved out of the lanes around his house 
on the main road of Gha�a Azam Khan, it was a kind of discovery as my horizon 
was widened and I could know how big the world could be and how vast a school 
campus could stretch.

 The strength of the students per class was so small that two classes were made to sit in one 
room. Thus Classes III and IV, VII and VIII and IX and X sat together and did the same syllabus, which 
made the going a bit tough for students who had got a double promo�on from Std VIII to Std X as I did 
specially with regard to the science course, as much of it had been done in Std IX, the science teacher 
refusing to do the course again for those who had missed it because of double promo�on. Two other 
students who had got a double promo�on with me engaged private tui�ons to bridge the gap in 
teaching. I could not afford one and had to give up science. 

 In 1946 St Peter's was s�ll primarily a boarding school for Eurasian (Anglo- Indian) boys, as it 
had been for the previous one hundred years. Out of the 229 students on its rolls, just 60 were day-
scholars. Of the total 55 were Hindus, 18 Muslims and 10 Indian Chris�ans. In the early 50's a stray Jew 
or Parsi joined the school for a few years. The Boarders were of two categories: a) Parlour Boarders, 
who paid extra for their food etc and got bread, bu�er, jam, eggs and other nutri�ous food; and b) 
ordinary Boarders, who survived on buns, rice and vegetables, but no len�ls/dals.
 A student had to spend an average of 13 years in the school-three in the nursery and 
kindergarten classes and ten in standards or classes 1 to 10, when he could appear for the Overseas 
School Leaving Cer�ficate Examina�on of Cambridge University, commonly called Senior Cambridge, 
as dis�nct from the Junior Cambridge Examina�on, which some students took a�er Std VIII, the last 
batch for which, I think appeared in 1952or 1953.

 As I stood wai�ng outside the office of the Headmaster, Mr. E S Merriman, 
for my turn to get in for the admission, I looked up to see how high the ceiling of the verandah was and 
how long the verandah stretched from north to south. This sense of massiveness s�ll grips me when I 
view the verandah even today, when I am nearing my 84th birthday, and over the last seven decades or 
more have seen nearly all the massive buildings in India, including the huge one thousand-pillar 
temple in Kanyakumari.

 The teaching from KG to Std X was excellent and having gone through it and later having sat in 
undergraduate and postgraduate classes in the pres�gious St John's College and then embarking on a 
teaching career that lasted 37 years, I can say that I did not come across be�er teaching at any other 
stage in my life. The proof of how effec�ve the teaching was can be judged from the fact that even at 
the age of nearly 83 I can recount all the teaching given me, including many of the mathema�cal 
formulae and theorems I had to learn, the geography of the world, the history of India and sundry 
other places and the English language, spoken and wri�en that I learnt in my school classes along with 

 The massiveness apart, a flood of memories flashes across my mind when my inward eye views 
the eleven years I spent in the precincts of the school, to come out as a young man of 17, ready to enter 
the wider arena of life by beginning my college educa�on in St John's leading to a professional career.
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 The teachers were most impressive. Lady teachers taught students �ll Std III, with male 
teachers taking over from Std IV, probably because the boarders were quite big made and much older 
than the small-sized day scholars, needing male teachers to control them.

the poems and plays in English literature I read from Std V to Std X in St Peter's. In fact, it was only when 
I took English literature as my subject for the M A degree that I felt I had moved one class above Std X.

 I remember my K G teacher as a Miss Rita, a smart Goan young lady who played tennis in the 
evening on the hard courts where the new courts have now come up. In Std I we had the big and buxom 
Miss Rozario, very fair and wearing glasses, who never stopped short of making the cheeks of the 
young boys going truant red with slapping. She was also our music and singing teacher. The singing 
classes were held in the room now occupied by the Principal's Office. Miss Rozario sat on the small 
revolving chair in front of the keyboard of the Grand Piano. Since there was no ceiling fan in the room, 
boys had to take turns in fanning the teacher. The boys were made to sing along with the teacher and 
then independently. An earring boy was asked to come to the teacher and received a hard slap on the 
face and a par�cular note was repeated several �mes over with a hard pounding of the key to make the 
young singers realise their error. I suppose it was some 20 years later that Mother Mary of Jesus, 
dubbed singing Mother joined the school as a music teacher.

 The lady teacher who impressed me most was Miss Griselda D'Souza, who had joined the 
school as a teacher at the age of 18 in 1926 when my father was in the middle school and who went on 
to teach �ll 1961, when I was doing my MA (Final).
 Miss D'Souza was neatness, smartness, elegance, appropriate dressing personified. Usually 
wearing a �ght skirt and top to match, her hairdo neat like her, she walked briskly from her residence in 
the lady teachers' quarters near where St. Paul's Hindi Medium now is. As she got onto the verandah of 
the main building of the School, the tap-tap of her heels could be heard to a distance and the class sat 
in silent expecta�on of her entry, which she made impressively, a whiff of perfume accompanying her 
for a while.
 Pu�ng her parasol away, she took her seat at the table, si�ng erect and asking the students to 
do likewise. Every word she u�ered was crystal-clear and the ear recorded its pronuncia�on for all 
�me. 
 Standard IV brought us in contact with the male teachers. B M Cornelius for English and history, 
Pershadilal Sharma for science, William Geyer for mathema�cs, Charles Eastwood for geography and 
HD Galloway for phone�cs and physical instruc�on. As I have talked about the other teachers in 
another ar�cle, I shall talk about Mr Galloway here. He was a fair, big made man with a slight 
protruding belly. A�er introducing us to the phone�c symbols, he would ask us to write words in those 
symbols and later dictate whole paragraphs to be wri�en in the phone�c script. One of the stories that 
were dictated was about a silly young cricket. Most boys learnt to write the script and decipher it. I was, 
therefore, quite surprised when in a summer school class for teachers of English in degree and post 
graduate colleges held at Lucknow University in May-June 1970, one of the teachers took up the 
teaching of phone�cs. When I told him that I had done it in Standard IV in school, he did not believe me 
�ll I wrote a few words in the script. 
 Mr Galloway, nicknamed 'Gallop away' by the Boarders, would stride up and down the 
classroom and in a loud, booming voice would demonstrate to us the peculiari�es of English 
pronuncia�on. He would say p o o r is poo er; but d o or is not doo er but daw, as also c o l o u r is keler 
but c o l l a r is caller, p u t is put but b u t is bat.

 Incidentally, the Grand Piano was removed to Cathedral or Archbishop's House when Dr 
Dominic Athaide became the first Indian Archbishop of Agra. A huge pain�ng depic�ng the scene of 
Christ fondling li�le children was also removed from the room to be hung inside the Cathedral.
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 It was this kind of teaching that got registered in the mind, never to leave it. 
 When we were about to appear for the seniors in November 1956, the Headmaster Mr 
Merriman gave us some par�ng advice on the use of language. He told us not to use hackneyed 
phrases, because they were like bones, which every dog stopped to gnarl at 'You must discard the 
overused expressions and use new ones,' an advice I took to heart.
 We students got together to hold a farewell party for ourselves and for Mr Merriman, who was 
re�ring that year a�er 28 years as Headmaster, perhaps the most famous of the headmasters and one 
who raised the level of the teaching discipline and general administra�on of the school to the highest 
level.
 A word about the buildings and the infrastructural facili�es. Apart from the massive main 
block, the ground floor of which housed classrooms, a billiards room, a science room and a room for 
the Vice-Rector, who happened to be the old half-dreamy Fr Lewis in my �me, there was a small 
residen�al block to the south, where the Rector lived. There was an open verandah in front of the living 
room of the Rector, now converted into a si�ng room. To the west of the Rector's room was a gallery 
res�ng on pillars above the washerman's establishment (the dhobi ghat), at the end of which was the 
clerk's room, who happened to be a Gujra� Chris�an named P H Shah, A Manickaraj taking over from 
him a�er his re�rement in July 1956. To the west of the Dr Albert D'Souza Auditorium was the 
carpentry and type wri�ng and stenography rooms, Carpentry was taught to students when my father 
was in school in the 1920's. The shorthand and typewri�ng room fell into disuse, when the teaching of 
the two technical subjects was discon�nued.

 The small field in front of St Felix School, now used for marriages and other func�ons, got filled 
with rain water during the rainy season, because of improper drainage. Day students, going back home 
a�er school reveled in playing in the water, we�ng themselves through and through and catching 
tadpoles. If caught merry making, they were told to report to the Headmaster's office the following 
morning to be caned for their misdemeanor. The drainage system was later improved and the rain 
water now flows to the Bhairon Nalliah in Belanganj.

 To the north of the Infirmary were the living quarters of Lawrence Tobias, the Manager of the 
Orphan Press, whose building came up in 1935, a�er the Press was shi�ed from a bungalow called St 
Jerome's Co�age located in front of the present Gayatri School. The press, which was roofed over with 
corrugated iron sheets was built of blocks manufactured in the factory that was supplanted by St Paul's 
Hindi Medium School, before it got its present new building.

 The old spacious Infirmary had old Pascal as Compounder-in-charge, with a large hall with beds 
for inpa�ent students (all boarders), who were visited by the Civil Surgeon of Agra every Saturday. 
Archbishop Athaide got a por�on of the Infirmary converted into rooms for drama�c and other 
performances along with a stage.

 The building which St Felix School occupied for some �me was used as a residence for teachers, 
Mr. Galloway living in one por�on. One of the other rooms was used for a sec�on of the Kindergarten 
Class in the early 1940's. Before St Felix School came up, the en�re building was converted into the 
Minor Seminary of St Lawrence of Brindisi, which was later shi�ed to St Mary's Church Compound on 
Ajmer Road. The room below the living quarters was used for cycle parking, there being not more than 
couple of dozen bicycles used by the day scholars to commute to the school. Further west was the 
Headmaster's spacious bungalow, which was used ini�ally for St Felix School and later pulled down to 
make room for the new building for St Felix.

 A new block was built in 1935 for single male teachers, Mr. Eastwood occupying a set of rooms. 
With the School Accountant, A Manickaraj who had got one room to stay in, shi�ing elsewhere, the 
en�re block was used for the Primary Sec�on of the School �ll the building was pulled down to make 
room for the large Primary Sec�on building that came up in 2005.

 At the southern end of the open space in front of the new block of St Paul's was a building that 
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 The topography of the school campus has changed quite a bit. Instead of an area packed with 
buildings with hardly a green patch around, it was all greenery in the past. There were trees all along 
the 'kutcha' road leading to the school from the main gate. Neem, peepal, jangal jalebi and babool 
trees were in abundance. These trees provided much-needed shade during the summer months. The 
en�re stretch along the southern boundary of the football 'A' field,where the 1963 Middle Sec�on 
Block now stands was all babool and bushes. A huge tamarind tree stood a li�le to the south-east of 
the Infirmary. It was around this tree that we kindergarten students went around to sing the nursery 
rhyme; "Here we go round the mulberry bush, on a cold and frosty morning." That tree has gone and 
most of the others too, to give place to buildings.

 Obviously Italian in design, the pillars must have been put up by that great builder, Archbishop 
Borghi, the founder of both St Patrick's and St. Peter's Schools and builder of the Cathedral and St 
Patrick's Church in the Cantonments, besides buildings outside Agra.

 To drink water from the single tap near the swimming pool, a student had to seek permission of 
the teacher. For sharpening pencils, a small machine turned by hand was set up in a por�on of the 
singing room and the boys raced to sharpen their pencils on it a�er ge�ng permission to do so.

 It was only in July 1956 that a row of six taps was put up with a basin made of marble chips 
alongside the old staircase to the senior boys dormitory.

 Use of ink pens was allowed only from Std IV upwards. They were dip-and- write pens. Fountain 
pens were not common and therefore expensive. Besides, they were not allowed. The 'g' nib which 
had a finer point and a be�er flow of ink was much in demand. While going to school, one had to carry 
an ink bo�le with one. In fact, the class desk had a groove to keep the ink bo�le or even the ink in. As 
late as 1958, when I appeared for my Intermediate examina�on, I carried my ink bo�le with me, lest 
the ink of my fountain pen got exhausted.

 The well-kept school garden with flowers of all kinds and hues does not exist now and its place 
has been taken up by an aircra� gi�ed by an ex student of the school, as also the tank at the junc�on of 
the roads to the main block and the primary block of the school. It was in this garden that the primary 
sec�on boys were given their first lessons in nature study. This introduc�on to plants and flowers was 
followed up by weekly visits to Hewe� (now Paliwal) Park, where the young students were shown 
more and bigger trees and flowers.

 As for the facili�es for the students, they were at best not only rudimentary but primi�ve. The 
first floor of the main building block had senior and junior boys' dormitories, with facili�es for bathing. 
However the lavatories were located in the 'khuds' across the 'B' or hockey field. The loca�on of the 
toilets was so far away that o�en a student of the lower classes soiled his pants while trying to race 
through the field to ease himself.
 Drinking water was available at a single water tap installed in front of where the entrance gate 
of the school now is i.e. near the south-east corner of the swimming pool. There was a 'tuck' shop 
selling things like biscuits, parched grams, peanuts and jaggery and peanut 'toffee', which the boarders 
raced to buy during the recess. The 'tuck' shop was a poorly ven�lated hovel of a room with a small 
barred window where the boys had to queue up.

gave the appearance of a loco shed that housed the living quarters of married male teachers and 
unmarried lady teachers.

 There was only one tarred road to the School, the one leading from the Cathedral, the one 
running alongside the boundary of St Patrick's was a dirt and pebble track. It was on this road, some 50 
feet from the side gate of St Patrick's that the gate of St Peter's once stood. In my �me only the massive 
ten feet high and 20 feet in circumference pillars built to hold the gate stood. Only St Patrick's has such 
pillars now, all other pillars, specially the four pillars, two on each side of the main gate of the Cathedral 
having been pulled down to give a wider expanse of view of the Cathedral building. 
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 There was no school uniform or bag or compulsion to buy par�cular brands of exercise books. 
One could buy the exercise books from anywhere. Most of them cost an anna or two per book. You did 
not have to cover them up with brown paper and paste name slips or your picture on it as now. As for 
the text books, they were few in number and could be had from the school.

 Though �mes have changed and opulence and luxury is seen in and around the school and 

among students, the demand for educa�on in St Peter's con�nues to grow.

 Since the text books for English, history, geography, mathema�cs, physics and chemistry never 
changed, they could be had second hand, too. But these were not really second hand: they had been 
used by at least 20 batches of students. In some of these text books a page or two was missing and in 
most of them, the earlier users had filled them up with their own wri�ngs. My brothers and I went for 
these 'second hand' books, while most other day scholars went for new edi�ons, which the less 
fortunate boys could only smell and admire and turn the pages of, if allowed to handle them by their 
new owners.

 Apart from some five percent rich boys who got admissions Peter's was mainly a poor man's 

school. But these outward things apart, I do not think anyone could get be�er educa�on in much of 

northern India than in St Peter's.

 But before I end this longish survey, let me talk a li�le about the corporal punishment given to 

the students. Caning of students for various reasons- indiscipline, rudeness to teachers, not coming to 

school on �me, not paying a�en�on in class, figh�ng with other boys or using abusive language etc.

 Much can be said for and against corporal punishment; but the fact about St Peter's is that 

caning was in use �ll recently. In my �me in school, the headmaster, Mr. Merriman had a cane in his 

hand, when he went on a round of the classes. Any boy standing outside the classroom or found 

loitering around was told to go and wait outside the Principal's office. The erring boy knew his fate and 

got prepared for it. At least three 'cuts' or hits, with the cane were the ini�al punishment. The 

Headmaster barked at you:'Bend down and touch your toes' and whack came the cane on your 

bu�ocks.

 There was no traffic or parking problem then. Most day-scholars just walked to school, as the 
horse-driven carriage called the 'tonga', was the only means of conveyance, apart from the car, which 
very few people in the city, may be a dozen or so then had. As for the bicycle, only the older boys rode 
to school on it and parked it in the cycle room adjacent to the carpenter's room below the now inner 
exit gate of the school.

 There was no school uniform or bag or specifica�ons about winter or summer dress. You could 

put on any set of 'Western clothes 'shorts and half- sleeved shirts for the younger boys and trousers 

and half or full-sleeved shirts for the bigger ones. One could wear any kind of shoes and socks, 

provided the shoes were black in colour and polished and gave a neat look. Canvas shoes were also 

allowed; but in summer the melted tar of the road stuck on their soles and the consequent heat on the 

feet was unbearable. Since all the clothes were made of co�on, they needed constant ironing. A 

problem of keeping them dry arose in the rainy season, if one got wet on the way to school or during 

the interval. Some�mes at recess �me the older boys would push younger ones into the rain or even 

under the gargoyle that poured down bucke�uls of rainwater. If a boy got wet in this way, he had to 

bear the discomfort of wearing wet clothes all the �me he was in school. As for the socks, being made 

of co�on they got torn easily at the heel and it was a problem covering up the torn por�on. Some used 

the device of wearing the socks the other way, keeping the torn por�on towards the ankle.
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 Over one hundred years of associa�on with the Bri�sh-India Government and Anglo-Indian 
culture made it a li�le difficult for St Peter's to adjust to the change in government and the new 
outlook on life and educa�on that was brought in. The Bri�sh Na�onal Anthem 'God Save the King' 
that was sung on ceremonial occasions and the Bri�sh flag, the 'Union Jack' had to be replaced by the 
Indian Na�onal Anthem, Jana Gana Mana and the Tricolour, but it goes to the credit of the 
Management of the School that it effected the change over swi�ly, even as the Chris�an churches 
assured the Indian Government of their complete loyalty and Indianness.

 I feel lucky to have been witness to the changes that came in St Peter's during this momentous 
period of Indian history.

 I shall round off this note with a story about caning that went the rounds for a number of years. 

It was about a big, he�y boy caught waving to his girlfriend in St Patrick's from the steeple of the 

Cathedral. He was called to the Headmaster's office for caning. It is said that as the Headmaster asked 

him to bend, he took a boxing guard against the Headmaster and threatened to beat him up. The 

Headmaster withdrew and Mr. A E Fennimore, the Headmaster from 1921 to 1927 and s�ll a teacher in 

the school, was called to deal with the situa�on. He is said to have persuaded the student to apologise 

and leave the school a�er being given a transfer cer�ficate. The story seems credible, as the reac�on of 

the boy is understandable.

 I remember I started crying before the caning; but was caned, nevertheless I might add that the 

reason for being late was that our mother could not make breakfast on �me, because the firewood 

would not burn, as it was the rainy season.

 In the early 1950's there was a mass exodus of good teachers. In 1950 Mr. Galloway went away 

to England and Mr. Reghelini to Canada and in 1953 Mr. Eastwood joined a school in Deolali near 

Bombay and the same year Mr Geyer joined Sherwood College, Naini Tal. The vacuum was filled in by H 

E Simon, I V Phillips, E B Deane and L. R Silas, in that order. These were a different kind of teachers 

altogether from the earlier lot, except perhaps for I V Phillips, an old student of the School in the ma�er 

of speaking English. This was the beginning of the steady change in the style of teaching, the efficacy of 

which might not be judged by the number of first divisioners or over ninety percenters that abound 

now. One reason for the high marks, which is a phenomenon all over, is the effort students are making 

to perform well. Many of them a�end coaching classes in key subjects to do well at the Board 

Examina�ons, as also in compe��ons for professional courses. There is also a sense of compe��on 

among students from the lowest classes, many parents arranging for private tui�ons and goading their 

wards to do be�er.

 I think it would not be out of place to men�on here that I was one of the first students asked to 
lead in the singing of the Indian Na�onal Anthem by our Hindi teacher, Padam Chandra Agarwal. My 
classmate Vijay Prakash Agarwal joined me in singing the anthem, all the five verses of which I had 
learnt by heart, though only the first verse was made the na�onal anthem.

 I could go on recoun�ng all that happened in the school during my eleven years in its precincts; 
but enough is enough.

 I was caned once for coming late to school. We three brothers were spo�ed by the Headmaster 

while we were walking briskly towards the school building well past the star�ng �me. We were 

accosted, asked to stand in front of the office and briskly caned.

 I might be wrong in my evalua�on of things; but this is what I feel, having been associated with 
teaching for nearly sixty years now.
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 I shall end my story by saying that lucky have been those who spent the forma�ve years of their 
lives in this great ins�tu�on that is now celebra�ng 175 years of its existence. The years in school are 
the years of the awakening of the self, of one's mental, physical and spiritual powers. They are the 
years when dreams are dreamt and the stage set for their realiza�on. They are the years when kids 
turn into boys and they in turn into young men (or women), ready to enter the wide wide world. The 
school makes students realize their poten�al. It is here that their skills are found and developed, 
honed into shape and formed. It is for this reason that a school/college/university is called the Alma 
Mater, the kind and fostering mother. St Peter's has been a fostering mother to many, to tens of 
thousands, and it will con�nue to be so for many more thousands in the years ahead. I am one of these 
many thousands and bow my head in tribute to an ins�tu�on with which my family has had a 
connec�on ever since its incep�on, a connec�on going back to 1846 when Captain Salvadore Smith of 
the army of the Scindias started living in Agra a�er re�rement and who a�er death lies buried on the 
pla�orm of the Cathedral. He was a fellow officer of Col John Bap�st Filose, the man who gave his 
palace, Jamuna Bagh, for the founding of St Peter's School and then donated Rs one lakh in cash, 
(which if converted could be Rs 100 crores of today) for the main block of the school building that 
impresses one even today.
 Incidentally, the crest and coat of arms with the College mo�o Palma non sine pulvere and the 
name St Peter's College along with the date 1846 were inscribed when the School became affiliated to 
Calcu�a University in 1970. The College classes were discon�nued a�er some �me; but the name 
'College' stuck on.
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 I have much pleasure in proceeding to review the changes which we have been obliged to 
adopt in our course of studies and the progress made by these Ins�tu�ons during the scholas�c year 
just drawing to a close.

 Owing to the classifica�on of the subjects of study in the different standards of the Code into 
Elementary, Class and Special, it appears to me not only very desirable but also necessary, with the 
view of encouraging a healthy and honorable emula�on among the boys, and thereby obtaining be�er 
results at the annual inspec�on, to introduce certain modifica�ons in the method which has hitherto 
obtained in awarding the prizes. Since, under the rulings of the Code, it is a sine qua non that a boy 
must pass in the elementary subjects to be considered to have passed at all, I have determined to give 
a prize to every boy who shall pass in those subjects. Failing to pass in them, a boy will be disqualified to 
gain a prize in the class or special subjects, let him do never so well. Under these limita�ons, a boy who 
passes in the class and special subjects will be en�tled to claim an addi�onal prize.

 The several classes of the schools were examined at the end of each quarter during the year, 
and reports on the health and progress of the pupils were submi�ed to the parents or guardians on 
each occasion. Of the four pupils who appeared at the last Entrance Examina�on of the Calcu�a 
University, three were successful, one failing by a few marks in Mathema�cs only. We intend sending 
up four students for the ensuing Entrance Examina�on of the University, and we have good grounds 
for an�cipa�ng a reasonable measure of success.

 With the object of strengthening my teaching staff, I have carried on a correspondence with 

 The Government Inspector of schools inspected the Ins�tu�ons for ten days in October and 
November last. The various classes were examined under the provisions and requirements laid down 
by Government in the different standards in the Code now in force in European schools. The several 
classes in our schools were reorganized in accordance with the requirements of the Code, in April last, 
when the Code was issued to us by the Educa�onal Department. The inspec�on was very minute and 
searching, and was conducted with the greatest vigilance and scru�ny; yet, I am happy to say, the 
Inspector expressed himself to me as sa�sfied with the results. There was, no doubt, as there always 
will be, room for improvement; but we shall take care to profit by the experience we have gained in the 
present instance, and turn it to good account in the future.

 In St. Peter's College and St. Paul's school, the total number of boys on the rolls for the year is 
223; that is to say, 122 in the former, and 101 in the la�er. There have been several admissions as well 
as withdrawals during the year under review, with the result that there is an increase of 32 in number 
as compared with the total number on the rolls last year. My prodecessor in office, the Revd. Fr. L. 
O'Dea, a�er a brief tenure of the Rectorship, was, I deeply regret to say, obliged to resign it through ill-
health.
 I proceed now to record an event of some importance that took place in the early part of the 
year. His Honor, Sir Alfred Lyell, the Lieutenant-Governor of the N.-W. P., Sir Julian Goldsmid, with the 
Commissioner and the Magistrate of the Division, and a few other gentlemen visited and inspected 
the Ins�tu�ons. The dis�nguished visitors expressed themselves quite sa�sfied and pleased with all 
they had seen.

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some gentlemen, and I am happy to state that, for the present, my efforts in this direc�on have 
resulted in the engagement of Mr. Dunn, B. A. When I have concluded these nego�a�ons, I am hopeful 
that we shall be able to work up to the requirements of the Code with facility, and thus secure the 
maximum of grant-in-aid which it is possible to claim under its provisions.

 So far as I feel myself warranted in expressing an opinion on the subject, owing to my short 
tenure of office, and to my imperfect knowledge of the character of the boys, I believe I may venture to 
say that their conduct, applica�on, and a�endance have been quite sa�sfactory, and I am glad to be 
able to state that I am much pleased with them. Of course, there have been a few excep�onal cases in 
which rules have been violated and orders disobeyed.

 I beg to return your Lordship, Very Revd. Fathers, Ladies, and Gentlemen, my thanks and those 
of the Masters and Brothers of the College, for your kind presence at our annual Distribu�on of Prizes.

 The schools will re-open on the 15th of January 1884, and I trust that parents and guardians 
will be careful to see that the children return punctually on that date. The new Code requires that there 
shall be at least two hundred school days. When the Sundays and Thursdays of the year are taken into 
account (for these are holidays), with the Xmas and Easter vaca�ons and the casual holidays which 
occur from �me to �me, we are just able to sa�sfy the demand of Government as embodied in the 
Code. Hence it is of primary importance that the children should return early; as otherwise, they will 
be backward in their studies and be a source of constant anxiety to their teachers and all concerned. 
Nor is this the whole extent of the mischief to be apprehended in a dilatory return to College. If the 
pupil should, unfortunately, fail in passing the examina�on of the Inspector of schools, he will lose a 
whole year; or even if he does not put in the required number of a�endances, he will thereby be 
disqualified for presenta�on at Inspector's examina�on, and cannot be promoted into a higher 
standard. I would therefore earnestly entreat of parents and guardians to be very careful on this point, 
as any neglect of it will in all probability result to the detriment and disadvantage of the children in 
whom they naturally take so great an interest.

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A Hundred Years
1846-1946

 It is different however with socie�es and ins�tu�ons, educa�onal and otherwise, which are 

intended to last indefinitely and in fact never to fail. With these, periods of twenty-five, fi�y or even 

sixty years are considered to be too short to deserve commemora�on. But a hundred years or 

centenary is certainly a becoming age in an ins�tu�on to merit a solemn celebra�on. This is the fine 

old age of St. Peter's College that we are honoring with solemn commemora�on this year.

 I am sufficiently ancient to be able to look back for more than seventy years to my first 

connec�on with St. Peter's. The College had just passed its Silver Jubilee, without any no�ce I suppose, 

when I first set foot in it as a boarder. It was only 27 years old then, and I was then twenty years younger 

than it was old. My whole family (my parents had come from Ireland) was about to sever its 

connec�on with this wonderful country in those good old days in order to join rela�ons in Tasmania 

when Providence ruled otherwise. By the sudden death of my father we remained on in this land that 

in its history has come through so many revolu�onary changes and is now about to make its last 

revolu�onary change by se�ling down to complete self-government throughout the whole length and 

breadth of the country, for the first �me in its chequered history.

 "A thousand years in thy sight are as yesterday that is passed, and as a watch of the night," 

the Psalmist has sung in that magnificent poem on the vanity and flee�ng nature of human life. (Psalm 

89). But judged from our human valua�on of �me, a hundred years, (let, alone a thousand years) is 

considered to be so long and important a period as to be deserving of a special commemora�on. 

Silver, Gold, and Diamond Jubilees are kept with some solemnity by laymen, clergymen and members 

of Religious Orders as anniversaries of outstanding events in their careers, such as marriage in the case 

of laymen; ordina�on to the priesthood, consecra�on as bishop, religious profession in the clerical 

order. But with man's life, ordinarily limited as the Psalmist says, to three score and ten or three score 

and twenty, longer periods of these events in our lives are not usually commemorated.

 My stay in St. Peter's extended over only three years and a few months,- as a boarder for most 

of the �me and as a day scholar. This is not the place to men�on any of my reminiscences, that may be 

worthwhile recording, of this short period. But as I have always remained in the country and that 

mostly in the Archdiocese of Agra, except for a few absences in Europe of about a year each �me, I may 

be said to have never lost complete touch with the College, and my survey therefore of it might be said 

to extend over prac�cally three-fourths of its existence up to the present �me. Many might therefore 

think that it was in the fitness of things that through circumstances and the appointment of His Grace 

the Archbishop, I should now be at the head of this old Ins�tu�on when it is solemnly commemora�ng 

its centenary.
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"How beau�ful is Youth! How bright it gleams.

 Our sincere thanks are sent to every contributor who has helped to give in these pages a living 

record of the grand regime of a School which through a hundred flee�ng years has kept youthful 

because it was bound by the magic chains of sacrifice and toil to the youth it loved. In passing on the 

living flame' of religion and knowledge through a century St. Peter's has a�ained immortal 

remembrance because the good she has done lives in the hearts of all who think of this old School as 

their beloved Alma Mater.

 "FOND Memory brings the light of other days around me" are words that might reminiscently 

be spoken of a School that celebrates its silver or golden jubilee of existence, but when a School has 

reached its centenary then it is partly from the diaries and biographies of those who have passed on 

and partly from memory that one may sketch its achievements and struggles.

Book of beginnings! Story without end!

 An educa�onal establishment labours to mould the character of a child and thereby writes the 

history of the future. This magazine, therefore, tries to unfold, in a very brief manner, the glories of St. 

Peter's College, stalwart veteran among schools in India. Through its portals have passed thousands of 

children, many of them waifs and orphans; and, musing on that procession of endless children of all 

ages and all sizes, of all creeds and colour, so eager and young and untried, one feels like saying

 "Book of beginnings"-and to unfold the pages of that book of each child's life so that it reads 

like a beau�ful story of chivalry and goodness, lies in the hands of those on whom rests the 

responsibility for that child's educa�on. Truly, every educa�onal Ins�tu�on is a noble edifice and 

teaching is a noble ministry because, in the words of Daniel Webster, "If we work upon marble, it will 

perish; upon brass Time will efface it; but if we work upon immortal souls, if we imbue them with 

principles, with the just fear of God and love of our fellowmen, we engrave on those tablets something 

which will brighten to all eternity."

 St. Peter's College with its harvest of dis�nguished Old Boys may proudly claim to have 

educated its pupils not only to be clever men of the world but men of religion and of character; and 

when all is said and done, we know that true religion is the founda�on of society and that before God 

each one of us is just a 'character.'

Editorial 
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Through the Century 
MEMORY has been exquisitely described as the moonlight of the mind that touches the scenes of 

the past with its pale and so�ened rays; and just as the so� rays of the moon cast an ethereal beauty  
on any scene, so Memory looking down the vista of years always seems to capture the purest joys of 
the Past, and that is why we associate the old with the good, and we talk of the "good old days."

In 1872 St. Peter's suffered a terrible calamity when an epidemic of cholera broke out on the 5th of July 
and took a toll of thirty-five young lives in a few days. The School was closed and when it re-opened 
many boys did not return. In the mean�me, schools were springing up in the Hills, and parents who 
could afford it preferred sending their children to these Schools on account of the climate. But St. 
Peter's s�ll carried on and was raised to the standard of a College with affilia�on to the Calcu�a 
University in 1881 and to Allahabad in 1889, and it was recognized as one of the leading Ins�tu�ons in 
Northern India in those days and had the honour of a visit by Edward, Prince of Wales (a�erwards King-
Emperor Edward VII) when he toured India in 1875. Among the Viceroys who visited the Ins�tu�on are 
Lord Northbrooke, Lord Ly�on, and Lord Ripon; and among the Lieutenant-Governors and Governors 
of the United Provinces are Sir John Strachey, Lord Meston, and Lord Hailey. These visits are sufficient 
tes�mony of the apprecia�on by the Government of the good work that was being done by the 

Agra, in the good old days of five centuries ago, had reason to be proud of itself for it was the centre of 
all the pomp and glory of the Moghul Court. It was the nucleus of the culture of the East and even the 
West; for in the days of the great Akbar scholars and travellers from all parts of the world were made 
welcome in his Court. And so it was that on Akbar's invita�on, Blessed Rudolph Aquaviva of the Society 
of Jesus, accompanied by two other Jesuit Fathers, arrived in Agra and through their endeavours the 
seed of Chris�anity was sown in Hindustan; and through the succeeding centuries, the Chris�an 
Fathers of some Religious Order or other kept the Faith aglow in Agra. In 1656 the Mission of Agra or 
Hindustan was handed over to the Italian Capuchins. By 1841 Chris�anity had established itself in 
Hindustan sufficiently for there to be felt a need of schools for Catholic boys and girls. Colonel John 
Bap�ste Filose of Gwalior gave Dr. Borghi, the Bishop of Agra, his house known as the "Jamna Baug" to 
be used as a school. It stood on an eleva�on of 100 feet west of the Agra Fort and it was the incep�on of 
St. Peter's College. Colonel Filose also later generously donated a lac of rupees towards the building of 
the future College. The founda�on stone of this new building was laid by Major O'Gorman in 1846 and 
when the building was completed the following year the boys moved in from "Jumna Baug". The 
School grew and flourished; but in 1857 when the Mu�ny broke out, though the children were saved 
by finding harbourage in the Fort, the School was looted and le� with "not a foot of wood nor an ounce 
of iron": it stood with only its stark, bare walls. At this crisis, the Bishop of Agra had to go to Europe, so 
the Pro- Vicar, Father Lewis, was le� to see to the reconstruc�on of the School. A silent and efficient 
worker was Father Lewis and so by 1862 we find St. Peter's rebuilt, and, as a local paper wrote of it, 
"during this �me, thanks to Fr. Lewis' thought and care, the children of the orphanage scarcely knew a 
priva�on or want."

St. Peter's progressed steadily but for lack of a permanent teaching staff the Bishop of Agra asked the 
Chris�an Brothers to take over its management in 1862. This they did for a short period and it was 
during their �me that the second storey of the College was built. The Brothers, however, did not stay 
long in the Diocese; and when they le� again with Father Symphorian as Rector.
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Capuchin Fathers for the cause of educa�on.

Many instances could be cited to show how Providence has protected this Ins�tu�on in a special way, 
but it will suffice to men�on the incident that took place on the night of September 9th, 1917 when the 
College had the terrible experience of being struck by lightning. At midnight in the mist of a fearful and 
rather unusual storm, a vivid flash of lightning struck and knocked off the arms of the cross that 
surmounted the building. It travelled through the roof, struck a doorway in the dormitory through the 
dormitory floor down to the lower verandah and so to earth. By a real miracle it seemed that a boy 
whose bed was in the path of the thunderbolt was untouched. The hand of Providence that saved that 
child's life seems to have placed its protec�ng clasp over St. Peter's through the hundred years of its 
existence for storms, flood and famine have le� it unscathed. May we not infer from this that God 
remembers the words of His Divine Son who has said "Whatsoever thou dost for the least of these, 
thou dost for Me"; for, more than its academic successes, which s�ll con�nue to be brilliant, St. Peter's 
prides in having received with open doors the orphan and the needy with a generosity and a spirit of 
sacrifice worthy of the sons of St. Francis the Poverello.

And so through the years, it ma�ered not who was at the helm, St. Peter's maintained a name for itself, 
and it catered to a real need in the Diocese, which was the care and educa�on of the poor. From the 
length and breadth of the country came orphans to be nurtured with love and care in a School which 
they soon learned to love as a real home; and some of those boys today hold high posi�ons in life and 
remember with gra�tude the School that taught them how to grow into men of worth and character.

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The cycle stand shi�ed to the present loca�on, in order to make room for the construc�on 

of a new building for the Primary Sec�on.

Construc�on of the building started with the laying of the Founda�on Stone by the then 

Archbishop, the Most Rev Dr. Cecil deSa on June 29, 2003.

The approach road to the College widened with a view to deconges�ng the traffic.

A Vijayanta tank and a Hawker Airframe were installed in July around the Cycle Stand on 14

The Assembly Ground and the ground in front of the Middle Sec�on building paved with 

�les.

The walls of the Cultural Hall paneled with fibre sheets and the stage was restructured.

A 12-feet high statue of Christ the Redeemer, modelled on the much larger one in Rio de 

Janeiro (Brazil) installed in north-eastern comer of the 'A' field. A make believe of clouds 

surrounding the image of Christ, with fountains shoo�ng jets of water on the statue gives 

the impression of Christ rising in the clouds.

A relief of the Sermon on the Mount with cascading water beneath it was created on the 

wall of the Middle School building facing the Primary Block building.

The old College Study Hall,(renamed Cultural Hall) named a�er the late Archbishop 

Dominic Athaide.

A relief of the Washing of the Feet by Christ done on the wall of the lobby in front of the 

office of the Headmistress inside the Primary Block building.

the College constructed and the name and crest of the College prominently displayed on it.

The College Swimming Pool was renovated and the College emblem was painted on the 

floor of the pool, which was dedicated to Archbishop Cecil deSa.

A white marble statue of Christ in a Yoga pose was set up below the steps in front of the 

office of the Principal, with holes in pipes laid on the floor throwing water on the statue, as 

a kind of offering and homage.

The classrooms in the back por�on of the main College building were demolished and a 

new block with 22 rooms constructed with the back verandah of the old building converted 

into a large hall roofed over with fibre glass that enabled it to get a great deal of natural 

light.

The Archbishop Albert D'Souza Episcopal Silver Jubilee Memorial Auditorium constructed 

on land obtained by the demoli�on of the block housing the Canara Bank, which was 

shi�ed to near the main gate of the Cathedral on Wazirpura Road. The Auditorium is 

equipped with the latest facili�es.

The boundary wall between St Patrick's Junior College and St Peter's College was converted 

into a yoga gallery with embossed relief of yoga asanas.
